THE GREAT FIRE AT HELENA,

Upwards of Sixty Buildings De-
stroyed. -

Loss Estimated nt $140,000

Helena has, for the fourtl time, been the
scene of & vast and devastating sonflagration.
Upwards of sixty bulldings, iucluding the
magnificent Whitlatch buildings and the Ga-
sefte offlce. and buildiny, which alone was
valued at $30,000, have been destroyed by
the destiuctive clgment. Sevenentirebl ocks
have fallena prey to the evouring tlames,
&l once again a great portion of the metro-
-polis of Montana presents the appearance of
a charred and-blackened mass of ruins, It
“seems that Helena is subject to a perioaieal
visitation frow the fire-fiend, carrying de-
struction aud desolation to the town and its
inhiabitants,

‘The following graphic deseription of the
fire we take from the Uelena Herald:

Helena has again been swept by a destruc-
tive conflsgration.  Yesterday, Friday, An-
gust 23d, about 8 o'¢clock p. m., an incipient
fire was discovered in the rear part of the
North Pacific Hotel, on  Main street, below
Brondway, The alarm was immediately
given by citizeiis in the vicinity, and taken
up by the wutehinan n the fire tower aud
sounded over the eity, Multitudes of people

| tropolis, and with buckets, hose, axes, tackle,
and such other artieles and implements as
were usefal and-to be had, econuue ced a
prouipt and v gorts fignt with the Fire
Fiend. But swall and seemingly maignifi-
euni puffs of smoke were first obervable js-
suing trom thie root above the kitehen range.
Numbers of men, conspicou-ly active and
efficient cn all occasions of similar danger—
whose names are koown and whoze serviees
| are recoguized by all our people—precipita-
ted thems=elves npon the building, and with
axes and water buckets endeavored to reach
and extinguish the smonideting fire. Their
efforts, however, proved unavailing;  the
nt upefive speedily  burst tourth in” angry
laze, and wrapped the roct tn an extended
sheet of flame.  Driven from the hotel top,
the corps of “fire-hghters” retired to the
roof of contiguons  bulldings, and, nssisted
by large numbers of citizen workers, com-
meneed 8 rapid demolition of the temporary
hoard and shingle coverinegs of adjoining
tire-proof businass houses, But u lew wminus
tes transpired betore ‘the North Pacitie, (a
vast tinderbox i itsell*) and the frame buil-
ding ndjoining, oceupied by tie junior Hol:
ter asa saloon, were euveloped in lurid
flame, and produced an intense heat. The
wooden covers above the fire-proofs of Mug-
phy, Neel & Co., Hall & Hugadorn, on the
one side, aud of J. H. Curtis ou the other,
were removed, but the conflagration had too
great a mass of tinder wuterial to work on to
successtully eope with it, and the fire wound
around the rear of Taylor's stone bloek, and
fastened itsclf upon the frame building cor-
ner ol Main street and  Broadway, oceupied
as a grocery house by Hall & Hagadorn.
‘I'his gpeedily went down, but not untiffmost
of the merchandise had been got out or safe-
ly sstored in the vear fire-proof. Buta mo-
ment later the whirling fire-brands, com-
muaicating with the fraime residendr of Mr.
G. 5. Ellis, immediately back and sacross
Jackson street, set that building ablaze a8
#lso the extensive carpenter shop ot Ellis
Bros., adjoining, destroying edifices, furpis
ture, tools, iachinery, and fumber in fright-
tal baste: 'T'he wind, blowing strong trom.
the west, veered to southwest and back again
sweeping the firestralght ahead, and right
and left to Broadway and Grand street,
Human eflort seenied uiterly impotent to
stay the ravages ofthe inexoruble demon,
enfolding in firery embrace many a structure
and swiltly spreading over 2 goodly portion
of the business and resident portion of tlie
city. Simultaneously, the elegant new cot«
tage-house of Rev. Dr. Curtiss. and the res-
idence of Mr, Rae, on Grand street, and the
frume business hotises on Broadway uboye
dackson, took fire, and were enveloped in
the furions flame, The Gazette office, loca-
ted in the stone building on Juckson streer,
was sandwiched between burning huildings,
but it swas thought that the thick walls and
cement rool-wonld save the bonse any. coi-
tents.
