n nek, we "recehivd tidb ge of J"vt Purk.-r,
knon a trlr;eho;i,•astouir MM 10i:0, or CrowAgeecy.,loatted on the Upper Y:,ltlowtomiu
vallky, about thirty-tive, miles eeat of Boze-
man, having been totally dest•oyed by
fire. This Post was erected in 1&9i by Col.
L. M, Black. It was well desigued for the
purpose for which it'was built, heingi sub-
stantially constructed of square hewed logs,
shingle root, with quarters for the agent and
attaches, store-houses. etc.

We have been furnished with the following
particulars of the origin, etc.. of tne fire by
a gentlcman who was present:

A day or two before the confingratibn a
man that had formerly been watchman at the
Agency, and was still stopping there, took
up somne ashes from the stove in the employ-
ees room, and threw then[ among soime saw-
dust in the north bastion, and was reprimand

"d at the time for so doing. Some time
during the following night the sawdust was
discovered tgqe on lire, and the men threw
several bucketrof water on 'it, and so thor-
oughly examined it as to pronounce the fire
entirely extinguished. It was also looked
at on the night of the conflagration and no
fire discovered, but at 2o'elock on the hiight
of'the 30th ult.. that bastion was discoverid
to be on fire bythe flames bursting thirohih
the door and into the room ot the employe..
The fire spread rapidly, as a heavy gale was
blowing at the time. Strenuous cflorts were
made to save one half the stockatd, but it was
futile before such a hitigi wint, and when the
effort was abandoned, there was very little
chance to save the store, hence the severe
loss. 'The asgrieg:te loss will amount to
about $75.000. The original cost of the
stockade and buildings destroyed anounted
to alaout $0, O.OY. Some fotr thol:sand s@.l•es
of filoor, besiles. other Indian supplies, were
burnt.
