Pending the passage of the bill. the lobby

of the House was filled with spectators, and
when its passage wag announced, the excite-
ment found vent In cheers, and throughout
the day and far into the night, the advocates
of the measure manalfisted their satisfaction
by "' setting up" the champffie'.

The general expectation is, that Gov. Potts
will veto the bill, but if he does, there is now
no doiibt that it will become a law in spite of
his objeetions, as there is a 'sure two-thirds
vote in its favor in both Houses.

And now comis along, Mr. Mead, member
from Beaver HIead, with a bill that he wants
to get throueh, which provides for, what In
Colitornia and other places is known as, "a
general drive.'• 44thould the bill in Its present
form become a la'w, many of our stock men
will be out of pocket by it. It provides that
in June and November of each year, all the
stokee runmning at large, shall be gathered up,
under the superintendanee of an officer, to be
appointed for that purpose, and all not
claimel.are to be taken charge of by this of-
feer, and by him branded and advertised,
and if not taken away at the expiration of a
certain thne, they are to be sold and the pro-
ceeds, after deducting the costs and lees -of
the cattle superintendent, shall go to the
selool fulld. There is a "rigger In the wood
pile" in this bill, and its provisions are'got.
ten np apparently with the purpose of throw-
ing an inalmost unlimited Power into the
hands of this officer. It has already passed
the House, and strong ._forts are being-made
so engineer it ti•wogh the Counnil, but
Dance. Lawrence and Yager are making a
goo flight against it.

The extra pay business was t(fi'again to-
day; Gov; Potts vetoed the bill donating
$600 extra pay to Audito- Rogers, but the
Council passed the bill over the veto, and it
will also pass the House, I think.

It is an laiposition!6n the tax paying part
of the community to pass such bills, espeel-
ally to an offeer whose salary is large for the
amourt pt work to be performed, but the
members seem to be possessed with the idea
that if by law his salary is less than the
Treasurer's, they must chhate enough to
make the two equal.

All the present members of the House will
be memters of the next Leg~*!atnre, but in
the Counel, Beck, Lawrence, Stapleton,
Fisher, Bullock and Owen retire, and their
successors will have to be elected at the next
general election in August.

Almost every body, or every body's friend,
is candidate for some of the positions cre-
ated by the new Penitenttfry'law, but there
is noceitainty as to who will be nominated I
by the Governor.

The District Court is now in session, Judge a
Servis presiding, and by the t ifO encomi-
ums I hear pronounced by the members of l
the Bar, and by spectators. I judge he httends P
giving universal satisfaction by his manner '
of dispatching business. tl

It is rumored around town that a secret
o•rganization, known as the "LNight Herders,"
intend to make a raid on the good people of
the town as soon the R, R. bill becomes a
law, and It Is feared that much whiskey will

d--down thirsty throats-Ohtthe ef
tay their joy at the event.

The saloon keepers are resolved to meet
the enemy bravely, and the i•rders will be
sent home in confusion, leaving the bar-
keepers to exult-over thser victory, depletd
stock, paid, last but not least, full pockets.
