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We aeie quite pleased to see that the
Helema papers are taking more interest
in the Northern Pacific, and are now
publshing all they can find favorable
to it. For our part, we have lost no
faith iitsagping right along, and be-
lieve that work will be prosecuted
neut season on both ends of it. That
road has a host of rich and influential
fMiendea-men who niean to put it
through.' The failure of Jay Cooke &
Co. could not v-ry seriously affect the
Company, as t~ey only'f d bonds,
and they do nt come •uer nearly
thirty years. T'rue, the i terest has to
be met, and we have the assurance of
the -officers that it will be promptly
paid. On the first of Auary that in-
terest has to be paid, afid if that is
done, it will show that they mean to
prosecute the work. There appears to
be no let up in the plans of the Com-
pany, as will be seen by a correspond-
ence in to-day's paper between Cannon
Bro., of Helena, M.T., and C.W. Mead,
General Manager, wherein they pro-
pose to give through bills of lading
for Montana freights next season. The
officers of the Northern Pacia, seem
to be pursuing the even tenor of their
way, without the sjightea appearance
of any interruption lil their operations.
We are aware that this road has many
enemies and they seize upon every op-
portunity to prejudice the public mind
against it. ' Since. the failure of their
financial agent, various newspapers in
the interests of other schemes have
systematically misrepresented both the
road and the country through which
it is to pass. One man, writing to a
Philadelphia paper, asserted that he
had been through this country, and
that the towns of Helena, Virginia
City, Bozeman, Deer Lodge, &c., only
existed on maps, and had no real ex-
istence. Other equally fallacious state-
ments were made about the productive-
ness of the country.. Therefore, those
who occasionally find discouraging ac-
counts of the prospects of the North-
ern Pacific, need place no confidence
in them,'for the road will be built and
•completed in reasonable time. We feel
assured that the Company intend to
reach Central Montana at the earliest
possible moment they can, and will
use all 'their efforts and means to do
so, for they know. when they secure
the traffic and travel of Montana, they
will have a valuable and profitable
feeder of their line, perhaps more re-
m•unerative to them than any of the
branch lines which they have secured.

The Northern Pacific finiihed to tne
centre of businiess of this Territory
w•ill be a mine of wealth. It makes us.
N1o question of this. Every interest
will be promoted and new industries
will spring up and population will pour
in on us. There is no way of calcula-
ting the great benefitasthat will accrue
to Montana when that road reaches
na. We are indulging .in no fancies
when we say this. The road is indis-
pensable to our prosperity and devel-
opment, and the sooner it gets here
the better it will be both for it and us.
If we had the means it would be the
best kind of an investment to paid the
road, if it would come any sooner. At
any rate all the moral aid in our'power
should be cheerfully extended to the
enterprise. Montana needs the road
and the road needs the trade and busi-
ness of Montana. Both are to be
largely benefitted, and we trust that
Congress will render all the assistance
needed to put it through from Bis-
marek to Tacoma. The Government
would derive immense advantage and
profit by giving it the same aid that
the Union and Central Pacific received.
It is due to the section through which
it passes, and will add greatly to the
commerce of the nation. It is a great
national highway which, when com-
pleted, will add to the wealth and
grandeur of this glorious country. It
is a scheme worthy of the nation's aid
and beneficence, and will swell the
coffers of the treasury when facilities
are afforded for the, transportation of
the minerals which abound all along
its route. We are sanguine iIour
views in reference to the Northern Pa-
cific, yet feel satisfied that the opinions
entertained will find realization, and
we desire to impress our readers with
the same confidence and induce themPo have faith in the prosecution of the
work. Everything points to that con-
clusieo. Nothing occurring recently
has induced a belief on our part of an
intended suspension of the work. It
has been stated in positive terms that
the contract for the 205 miles to the
Yellowstone Crossing has been let,i ind
this has not been contradicted.

have received material benefits from
it, in the way of advertising, &c.,
would still be. and remain its warm
friends, andi:one so happy as they to
congratulate the managers and Jay
Cooke & Co. on the result.

Yet it is a singular fact, that way
out in the far distant Territory of Mon-
tana they have received more official
communications from the managers of
this road, on the effect of Jay Cooke
& Co.'s suspension, than we have in
the East, and know at. least more of
their promises and speculations on the
event than we do. We find in the
Montanian, published at the capitol,
and Bozeman AVANT COURIER, more
information from first sources than
has met our eye in Eastern papers.
This arises from the fact that Montana
is the present objective point of the
road, and that it has a Governor who
is enthusiastic for everything apper-
taining to the welfiLre and prosperity
of the Territory, and who therefore
has ftr a long period -been in direct
communication with the managers of
the railroad promising so much for the
Territory. Governor Pot t. has receiv-
ed :ssurances: since Jay Cooke & Co.'s
suspension, from the leading men con-
nected with the road, that this sus-
pension will not materially interfere
with its progress. The paters publish
columns on the subject. All these
promises and speculations may prove
fallacious, but the one fact cannot he
doubted, that Muntana is far better
posted on the whole suhject than we
are, and till Eastern papers get as well
posted, there might be no harm in
stopping this newly formed crusade on
the Northern Pacific railroad, more es-
pecially as those whom it will most in-
jure are innocent bond holders.

THE Secretary of the Interior in his
annual report advanees the following
mode of slaughtering the Sioux Indi-
ans. He says: "The Sioux nation is
almost completely surrounded by
tribes that are really friendly to the
Government, and at the same time bit-
terly hostile to the Sioux. If these
friendly tribes could be liberally sup-
plied with improved fire arms and am-
munition, the present supremacy of
the Sioux nation in a few years would
be destroyed with but little aid from
the army." As an easier and less cruel
method of destroying the Sioux Indi-
ans, the Secretary should suggest to
the Agents the efficacy of arsenic
mixed with the Government provisions
distributed at the different agencies.
