With tie care that is IlSlaIly giu bye
a ladly to a. ew hat. tii:c new articles
will oilthlst twenty of thlenm, for there
is no wear to them; moiiture will not
stain them, iland if diust should settle
to dinm their •eautyit is earsily removed
by a genltle s•y ny of water. The col-
ors are so Ibleniledi that for oilinlary
:•Cl.asiols iv lrit enit a getinral neu-
tral tint, but at a small additional ex-
pense they can e mllale to flash alnd
sparkle like dlii:olids, either in the
sunlighlt for Pa c,.rriage costume, or ili
the blaze of a 1:all room, or at thie op-
era. Their cc.s is imsigniticant, anl ais
it is understood several well known
irnms are going into the bulsines ex-

tensively, they may llon be expected
lupon our streets.
