WASHING LIGHT-COLORED CALI-
coEs.--Take a tablespoonful of alum
and dissolve it in enough lunkewarm
wiiter to rinse a print dress. Dip the
soiled dress into it, taking care to wet
it thoroughly every part of it, and then
wring it out. Have warm soap suds
all ready (but only pleasautly to the
hand-hot water always fades cali-
coes), and wash out the dress-quickly;
then rinse it in cold water. Have the
starch ready-but not too hot, only
warm-rinse the dress in it, wring it
out, and hang it to dry, but not in the
sun. Always place your line where
the wind will strike it rather thPn the
sun. When dry enough to iron, bring
in and iron directly. Prints should
never be sprinkled, but if allowed to
become rough dry, they should be
ironed under a damp cloth. It is bet-
ter to wash them some day by them-
selves, when washing and ironing can,
be done at once.

USE FOR FRUIT AND VEGETAIBLE

C.CNs.--Throw them in the fire, and
let them unsolder.

Take a piece of twine,
put througli the holes, and tie the can
together. Set it on a piece of board
or shingle cut just large, enough for
it to rest upon. Fill up the can with
prepared soil, and you have a superb
pot or can, to start flowers or other
plants in. When your plant is large
enough to put out, dig a hole large
enough to set the can in, take away
the bottom, set the can in it, cut the
strings, and the can springs open, slip
it up over your plant, fill up with dirt,
and your plant won't know it has been
disturbed. The old way, we some
time ruin the plants by jarring the
pots to loosen the dirt, so that it will
eoine out. With the cans I have nev-
er lost any or even checked their
growth in the least. I even start popL
py, larkspurs, etc. in them.
