YELLOWSTONE WAGON ROAD.

The citizens of Gallatin county are
at last aroused to the mnecessity ef
opening up a wagon road to the head
of navigation.on the Yellowstone and
daving an EASTERN CONNECTION ex-
tending to Bismarck. They have be-
come convinced that*such a route will
pm* highly advantageous to them in
a variety of aspects. - Experience has
taught them -that if emigration is to
come, it must be from this direction.
Heretofore the travel has been to Cor-
inne and the West and no advantage
has resulted from pursuing so vircui-
tous a route. What is needed and de-
manded is a diirect connection East and
not West, if we are to derive substan-
tial advantages. Open up connections
by good roads with the Yellowstone,
Bismarck, Cheyenne and Point of
Rocks on the Union Pacific and ttis
will be a country. The people of Chey-
enne are alive to the importanceof
connection with Montana and her en-
terprising citizens are working with
vigor to accomplish this desirable re-
sult. The military, under the auspices
of General Ord, will make a road this
year from Point of Rocks on the U.P.
R. R. toFort Ellis. From information
of a reliable character, we are advised
that there are large parties, who mean
to avail themselves of the road trav-
eled last summer by Gen. Stanley’s
large expadition to reach the Yellow-
stone, believing that there is an abun-
dance of placer diggings in that direc-
tion. There exists a determination on
the part of thousands in the East to
reach the Yellowstone the coming
seagon with a view of prospecting for
gold and silver, and -also to sccure
good homes in advance of the railroad.
In view of all this, the citizens of Boze-
man and Gallatin county have been
for several weeks carnestly engaged in
getting up an expedition to be fully
equipped and provisioned for sIx
MONTHS to open up a good wagon road
to the head of navigation on the Yel-
lowstone and to establish a connection
with Bismarck, the pfesent terminus
of the Northern Pacific Railroad. Very
little has been safil in rogard to this
action in this paper, as it was desired
by the projectors of this great enter-
prise that certain success should be
assured before publicity was given to
the obhject. Public meetings have been
held during the last two weeks in
Bozeman, Gallatin City, Iamilton,
Central Park, Reeee Creek and on East
Gallatin, where the citizers have been
addressed on the -juestion. and com-
mittees appointad in cach locality, the

ing movement. Allclasses are working
in unison and with almost perfect har-
‘mony to effect the grand consumma-
tion—merchants, farmeérs, mechanics
and laborers vieing with each other
in giving it encouragement and sub-
stantial succor. It is under the direc-
tion of a responsible and complete
organization, and cannot fail of accom-
plishing the grand object. In a very
few days, or weeks—by the middle of
next month, at the latest—a little pio-
neer army, composed of our truest and
honest men, equipped for self-
defense and supplied with six months’
provisions and all kinds of miningand
mechanic tools, will move out of Boze-
wman and into the Yellowstone Valley,
determined to make a permanent stand
where the head of navigation of that
river is supposed to be,and to develop
therich coarse gold deposits known to
exist between Tongue and Powder
rivers. Independent prospecting eom-
panies here, and elsewhere in the Ter-
ritory, are heartily invited to join and
co-operate with this main expedition.
Like expeditions, we have good assur-
ance, with the same objective point in
view, will set out from Bismarck and
Yankton, in Dakota Territory, about
the same-time. And thus shall the
Indian question be solved—in the same
way that it was solved in Kentucky,
Michigan, Colorado, California and all

Helena. Again Baptised in Fire.

Another disastrous conflagration has swept
over this doomed city like the besom cf de-
structio, and reduced to ashes the most val-
uable portion of the metropolis. About7
o'clock this morning a fire was discovered in
a ghmbling house in Chinatown--tne identi-
cal place, it is sakl, in which originated the
great fire In April, 1869, which destroyed al-
most the entire city. The alarm was imme-
diately given by the faithful watchman in the
tower, and the drcad summons communi-
cated to every part of the city. Multitudes
ot people hurriedly gathered from eyery nook
and corner, of thé city, while the different
fire companies were promptly on hand, and
cosienced a vigorous' fight*with the Fire
Fiend. The wial at the time was blowing a
perteet hurricane, and seemed to increase as
the morning advinced—not unlike the tear-
ful blast that swept over Chicago two years
ago. A great nunvy of our citizens—always

pi in emerg ot this kind—
were specially premunent upon this oceasiom,
precipitating thansclves upon the burning
buildings, and, with axes and water-buckets,
acting in harflonry with the flre .denartment,
did , notle service. 'Their efforts, and the
continued efforts of the fire conpanies, and
all the citizens who could work, proved un-
availing; the pent-up fire, tanned by the
ficree wind, speedily burst torth in angry
blaze, and wrapped the building in a sheeq
ot flames. Reiven from this shauty, the
flames rapidly communicated with others
contiguous, atd ina brief time th: whole of
Chinatown was in flames. The salocn on the
corner of Bridge and Upper Mnin streets
thau eaught, the grocery store of Irvine &
Todd soon following; then Lissner's billiard
saloon, the wooden buildings ‘opposite, in-
cluding Travis' stables. The flumes leaped
across the street, and, as a matter of course,
the International Hotel, the finest and most
complete public house in the orth-west,
wis she next vietim to the remorseless trenzy
of the Fira Fiend. Then toilow.«d Dan.
Floweree’s *Exchange,” the *Kiyus,” Binzel
& Deanis, and in fact all the buildings on
Wood street.  Ovr Sumple Rooms® aud the
brick block adjoining including the Post-
office and the wooden bulldings across the
street, were all swept ot of sigit in less time
almost than it takes to record the fact. Hu-
man efforts seemed utterly impotent to stay,
or even check the ravages of the inexorable
demon enfoiding in fiery embrace many a
structure, and swiftly spreading over the
heart and ceutre of the town. Johuson &
Dutreulle’s barber shop, [ledees & tiolter’s
brick block, Mrs. Twogood’s millinery estab-
lishment, The People’s Nationul Bank. The
First National Bank, The Ynion Brewe
Gans & Klein, Goldixrg & Bro..

What seens to be moat remarkable in con-
nection with this fire is the met that its
course was about the same as that of the
great fire in 1869 ; in fict, alinoat preeisely the
same, for on that occasion the whole ot China-
town, Bridge strect, Wood street. and Man
street on both sides, were entirely destroyed.
There is difference, however, in the former
fire—every building on the south siv'e of
Main street @s tar down as Hule’sdrug store,
and on the opposite side as far as Clarke,
Courad & Curtin’s hardware store, were con-
sumed—while in this firc it only extended to
Ming & Co’s book store on the one side, and
to Millen & Rosencran’s boot and shoe store
on the other. On Bridge street it extended
as far a8 Renig's and Dorris & Lowug;'s on
the opposite sile of that store, where it was

7HE FIRE ON FIFTH AVENUE.
About 10 o'clock the stable of General

Blaine caught fire from some of the cinders
which were flying in the ai~. The flames
quickly spread to his fine residence o Fitth
‘Avenue, and in l2ss than thirty minutes both
were in ashes. The eolored man placed in
charge of these buildings to guard against
the falling einders left his post of duty Just
at a time when most needed, otherwise this
Joss might have been averted. Aside frén
the house and barn, many articles ot house-
hod furniture were injured in the hurry of
the moment while removing them, and some
were lef in the house to be lapped up by the
flames.
