A  D ILI* amendatory ot and supplemental to
the act entitled "Ail act to set apart a cer­
tain tract ot land tying near the headwat­
ers of tliu Yellowstone i iver as a public
park,’’ approved March lirst,eighteen hun­
dred and sevei ty-two.”
Be it enacted by the Senate and House 

of Representatives of the United States 
of America in Congress assembled, That 
section two of said act be amended by 
striking out the words “ ten years”and 
inserting the words “ twenty years.”

Sec. 2. That the Secretary of tlie In­
terior may, in his discretion, grant 
leases for toll-roails throughout the 
park wherever roads have not I»een 
constructed by tbe United States: 
Proridvdy That he shall prescribe and 
regulate the rates of toll to be charged 
on such ronds.

See. 3. ThaJ any person or persons 
violating any of the rules or regula­
tions prescribed by the Scqpetary of 
the Interior for the government of said 
park shall, on eouviction thereof, be 
puuislicd by a fine of not less than 
twenty dollars nor more than one 
thousand dollars, or by imprisonment 
not less than three mouths nor move 
than two years, or by both tine and 
imprisonment, iu the discretion of the 
court; and shall also bo liable to a suit 
for damages to the Government.

See. 4. That any judge or commis­
sioner of tlicsupreme and disti l t courts 
of tlie Territory of Montana or Wyo­
ming shall have authority to inquire 
into and punish all offenses under this 
act, and any United States Marshal, 
or his deputies, in either of said Ter­
ritories, shall have power to arrest all 
offenders-; the park, for that purpose, 
being hereby placed within the juris­
diction of both of said Terri tones.

Sec. ö. That tliÔ sum of one hun­
dred thousand dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, be, and 
the same is hereby appropriated for 
the construction of public roads with­
in the limits of said park, the survey 
of its boundaries, and for such other 
purposes as may be deemed necessary, 
in the judgment of the Secretary of 
the Iuterior, to accomplish tlie ends 
contemplated by this act anu that of 
March first, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-two; sstid appropriation to be, 
availab le for im m ediate use, and to be 
expended under the direction of the 
Secretary of the Interior.

In a case arising under an act of 
Congress, with reference to the prop­
erty rights of married women in 
the of District of Columbia, the 
Supreme Court, speaking through Mr. 
Justice Bradley, held that defendant 
and the hnsbanu of the plaintiff exe­
cuted their note and gave it to her as
