The burn­
ing of the International Hotel was a serious 
loss, not only to Helena, but to the enure 
Territory. The Library was, also, a serious 
loss. But, the town is being rapidly rebuilt, 
and by the time the Fair comes oflT the rav­
ages ot the fire will hardly be perceptible. 
The citizens, with tbeir characteristic enter­
prise, have gone to work to put up better 
and more substantial buildings worthy of the 
metropolis. Both the National and Peoples 
B ink will build edifices for tlieir business 
that will compare favorably with bank build­
ings in Chicago. They have ample surplus 
means to erect magnifeent houses in which 
to transact their business, and being publ.c 
spirited no expense will be spared in er«.e- 
lion. Money being so abundant in Helena 
and easily obtained, a very large amount of 
work will be done in the next six months, 
probably, at least half million ot dollars will 
be expended for labor, lumber, brick, Ac. 
this season. Whilst the fire injured a  great 
many very seriously, je t it will be the means 
of putting in circulation a large amount of 
greenbacks that was lying idle in the vaults 
of the hanks. We found business very active 
at Helena, aud the demands from the country 
for ad kinds and descriptions of goods heavy.

plies do not intend to part with them u n le s s  
a good round price is obtained. When tbe 
products of the farmer bear good prices, tbe 
country is prosperous, and that interest 
should be fostered and protected at all 
times, and wo believe the Grange organize 
lion Is fully determined to stand firmly by a 
policy that will insure to themselves and the 
farming class a certain and profitable return 
tor their toil and labor. Low’ prices for flour, 
oats and other similar products are about 
played out in this Territory.
