Oh! make a garden by all means. You 
should identify youself with the interests ol 
the country,” said Costner.

“  But the weeds,” said 1.
“ Oh, they’re easily managed,”  said he.
“ And the hail,” said I, “and the snow and 

the frost, and the grasshoppers and the hens, 
and tiie hogs and tiie drouth, and the bad 
seed and tiie sun and the lloodsand the devil.”

“  Oh ! you look ouly upon the unfavorable 
side,” said lie.

And I went ho'me, and pondered all night, 
and at last decided to make a garden. And 
1 would make me a hot-bed. and I would get 
up mornings and hoe it aud weed it and water 
it; aud I would beat Bailey ou radishes, and 
Castner on lettuce and Perkins on tomatoes 
and Fat Sam on onions, and 51orrill on car­
rots—I’d show people that gardens can be 
made, I would.

Hadn’t 1 heard it preached for years that 
here all the elements combine with all the 
hens and worn-out seed to drive the gardener 
distracted, and hadn't I boldly opposed such 
notions and referred the growlers to Italian 
skies ?

Ami hadn’t a certain wise man of Bozeman, 
named Clark, at each meutiou of a garden, 
jeered at home-made cabbages and laughed 
domestic parsnips to scorn ? And hadn’t he 
hinted that the mere thought of a  gardeu was 
e v id e n c e  th a t  in m y  creation Provident»* 
tried to make a fool, and that 1 would materi­
ally improve ou the manufacture by expend­
ing money in seeds?

And when lie beholds me from ids clum­
ber-window of a Dot morning, digging and 
delving aud cursing and weeding and pack­
ing and sweating, don’t lie sing, how docs 
your garden grow aud didn’t I tell you so?

But warning availed nothing, and I girded 
up my loins and siiut my eyes. Aud now I’d 
show these people, and I'd kill the mau who 
might seli me last year’s seed, and I’d watch 
that hot-bed through- thick and thin, so help 
me boh.

Some how hot-beds are costly ai tides—tiiat 
one of mine holds more glass than a church 
and produces if possible less; and by the 
time I bad supplied it with a thermometer 
and Dad puid out $20 tor seed, and had bought 
all tiie books on gardening, aud a water-pot 
aud a barrel ot liquid manure, and two pat­
ent hoes and a ventilator, and a scivc and 
wheelbarrow I concluded tiiat each bead of 
lettuce wouid cost me $42.

Just as this calculation had been made it 
began to Dull. Tiiat storm concentrated right 
over tiiat liot-bcd. and tiiat bail made a de­
mand for glass. TV ho says there was a whole 
pane left ? Aud I swore, and I jumped into 
the liot-bcd and 1 rolled iu it, and 1 cursed it, 
and I went—and bought more glass.

Did 1 open it to air the sickly-looking mon­
strosities that struggled here and there. Oh ! 
yes ; I followed the books on the subject, and 
hadn’t I subscribed to all the agricultural pa­
pers in the known world tiiat I might be 
posted. But did the books say the cats would 
get in. Did they offer to make up my loss to 
me when, throwing a brick at the fourteenth 
cat, the cat esc iped and the glass didn’t ?

And (lien when the heat burned up every­
thing—and* when it wasn’t hot enough—and 
when I lia i too much sun—and when 1 had 
too little—and when I did covci it with a $75 
carpet at night—and when I didn’t—and when 
1 gave it air—and when l didn’t give it any— 
how think you 1 lelt ?

Aud when each time I left it open a gale 
arose the moment I turned the corner, aud 
blew down the sashes and smashed the glass 
and frightened the worms tiiat abounded— 
and when lookiug up a cure for toad-stools 
from radish seed 1 returned, without data, to 
find somebody’s 200-pound sow wallowing in 
a hole two feet deep right in the middle of 
the hot-bed—and wiicn that man named 
Clark said ’twas always so since childhood's 
hour and lie had known all along it would be 
a failure—and when the neighbors passed me 
by with pitying glance and wondered if it 
were a game to make myself a Granger—how 
think you then I felt.

But 1 had one .consolation ; the climate 
might not do tor hot-beds, but, surely, an 
out-door garden would thrive.

And are not Germans gardeners by nature, 
and didn’t I hire one who knew all about it ? 
Aud didn’t he lay out the beds, and dig the 
trenches for tiie irrigation, and plant the 
seeds? Was it my fault that he built the 
beds too Digb, too wide and too long? Was 
I to blame because lie dug the trenches too 
deep, and planted tiie seeds wrong side up? 
Hadn’t lie said he knew all aboutit? And 
when l first turned on the water, and washed 
and swashed seeds and vegetables and beds 
aud trenches in one mess into the ditch, why 
should envious men yell with delight?

Is it not better to have gardened, and failed, 
than never to have gardened at all ? Haven’t 
I learned something of the conformation of 
the earth's surface and tiie habits of bugs and 
worms ? And though weeds before unknown 
to botany, and angle-worms longer and fatter 
and hungrier than ever seen before, have 
grown up from the bushel-basket-sized clods 
lelt in those beds by the German who kuew 
ail about it, yet have 1 made the battle aud 
am nursirg ten weak radishes aud one cab­
bage as sickly as n yellow dog.

But flowers—ah, yes ! Any one with pa­
tience aud energy could raise some flowers. 
But here come the objectors Again ; and 
want of rain and lots of bail, and bugs and 
lice and mold and night and day, and weeds 
and cats and wind would joiu to distract a 
saint aud produce a desert.

And so it was. The beds were laid out with 
geometric care, and the butcher walked over 
them—raked and weeded were they, and cat- 
tights made of them a bloody arena—watered 
were they and watched, aud hens did scratch 
and dogs did prowl—covered were they by 
night and shaded by day, and the most prom­
ising spots were scenes of cock-fights, and 
the Chinaman emptied his lye-water upon 
the Gladiolus. Aud ten hundred thousand 
grasshoppers swallowed up the Sweet Wil­
liams, and nine hogs sealed the fence by night 
to root and root and root. And now four 
slatternly flower-beans leau tor support upon 
two consumptive stocks, and M pieces of lath 
stick up here and there to show where the 
flowers snould be, bat are not.

Now, wiiat is to be done by a man without 
an onion to bis name? True, he can eat 
canned fruit ; but liow can be sit under bis 
own vine and fig-tree, I’d like to know.

But 1 had anticipated all these failures and 
I’d* have trees, anyway, and grass and clover.
