Election Law.
The last Legisiature passed a new law
regulating elections in this Territory. See-
tion 34 prolongs for cne year the terms of
all county. district nd township officers
elected in August, 1875, Buiow is the Sec-
tion: =

8vc. 34 The term of office of ah dis-
tricts, county and townshiy «thicers elected
under the provisions of this act shall begin
on the third Mou€ay in Dec: mber next
ensuirg after the election, and the term of]
oflice of all officers elect. d at the general
elcction in August, 1874, shal] hold angd
iextend until the third Monday of Decem
ber next ensuiug 1he Xpira ion ot Wheir
present term ot office. All county, district
and township ufticers elected atthe August
election in the year 1875 stiall hold their
ro&p ctive offices unul the third Monday
in December, 1578: Provided, that the
term of office of county Treasurer shall
being on the first Mouday in March, next
ensuing their eleciion, und the county
coinmissioners of the several counties are
hereby authorized snd empowered 1o fill
any and ali vacancics in said office, ereat-
ed by the expiration of the term of office
any of incumbent, or from any other
jcause: Provided. ‘Ihat when any officer
