THE SCHOOL-HOUSE TAX.

Mg, EprtoRr:— In compliance with yous
oft-repented request, I will write a short
artic'e upon this question, it now being
fairly before the people.

School officers, teachers and pupils have
experivpccd mnch inconvenience, and the
sc 0ol interests of the district, and, I may
add. of the entire county have suffered
materiajly during the last five years f(fr
want of a proper school building. This
18 the 4th yuar since the school was graded,

an'l evety year the Trustees bave been |

obliged to rent, at a high fizure, an incon-
venient, uncomfortanle, unhealthy, and,
in almost every respect, unfit room for the
primary department. The sehool house
1tse If is pot at all suitable for the advanced
depur:ment. The Trustees, As Trustees,
are not to blame. It 18 the best they can
do under the circumetances; but every
citizen of Bozeman, who has not exert:d
himsel to effect a change, 18 to blame for
such a state of circumetances. It isa
shame against humanity; a reproach
agnines the moral characier snd intelli-
getice of the community.

It is remarkat le that the ackool accom-
modations of Bozen a1 are 8o poor-—per
haps worthless would be u better term,
I doubt ji any community of its size and
pecunlary ability has done more, in the
last seven yeais, than Bozemuu, lo assist
worthy public enterpriscs. She has furn
ished by subscription about $3,000 for
the erection of free bridges across the
Jefferson. Madison and Gallatin rivers
and the improvement of her own streets,
£2,206 for the purch#se of material for a
printing office; $15,000 for tbe.acction
and furnishing of churches, and thousands
of dollars for the development of Eastern
Montavg, to say nothing of the hui dreds
Jf other enterprises for which the citizens
of Bozeman huve freely coutributed-—-ali
worthy enterprises, but every one infirior
in importance acd inferior 1n 1ts promises
of benefit to the cem:nunity. to the efec-
tion of a school building, It is not rcas-
onable to suppose tla. this comwuniy
will nowrefuse to furnish the necessary
means for the erection of such a building.

But there are differences of opinion as
to what kind of a building is really re
quired. Tire consideration of a few facis
is necessary 10 the formation of an intelli-
gent opinion. I have enrolled during the
present terin the numes of eizhty three
pupils who have been in actual attendanc:
upon our schools. There are doubtiess
enough belonging to this distriet, in at-
tendance upan the Parish School, to rise
this figure 1o a hundred. But it may be
objected that you should not provide for
those attendiug private zchools. 1f you
make yourschoois what they shou'd be,
their advantages over all private schools
will be 80 great ¢hat you may expect all
school children to come knocking at your
door. Yours is the same school system,
before whose onward march in older com-
munities priyate and sectarian schools,
ceminaries and colleges have disappeared
like snow before the summer’s sun. Your
work will surely be found wanting if you
fail 1o provide for all. Then your want
of accommodations has excluded upwards
of twenty pupi's wk:o would haye regard-
ed it a privilege to attend your schocl up-
on paying s tuition fee. A proper regard
for your business, as well as your school
interests, requires that you maie provision
for this class of pupils in the future,

Then you are required Xow to make
provision for at least one hundred and
twenty pupils.  Will sny nopetul citizen
of Bozeman doubt thit this number will
double in five years? It would require
but little more thaa the natural growth of
those now living in the district to double
the number. Does any citizen wish to
spend $3.000 or $4,000 now 1n erecling a
building that will be useless in five years?
I think not. Do as Virginia City has doue,
Erect a good, convenient and substantial
building that can be made to accommodate
three hundred pupils, and a8 it rises from
the plain you will tukea pride in the
work and wonder that you hesitated so
long. T. B.G.
