Some people think it makes but little
difference about egzs whether clean or
dirty, as they are clean “inside.” But this
iso;nl,v true in part. Dirt orfilth causes
the shell to decay. and sometimes may at-
fect the taste when the egg iz broken.
Besides clean eggs look so much better in
market, and are- actually worth more be-
cause they will keep longer, Let the hens
have a good tidy place in which to Bve, a
clean nest; and let the eggs be collected
every night and keps dry and cool.

The slanghter of sheep for their pelts
and tallow on Santa Rosa Island is still
going on and will continue for some time.
Twenty-flve thousand are to be killed,
which will leave from 15.000 to 20.840 on
the Island. The matanza works erecfed
by the firm are said to be the largest and
most complete on the coast. The kettles
are of enormous size—large enough to
take in several hundred sheep ata time.
The number of carcasses boiled daily av-
erages about 1200. The fires are kept burn-
ing from Monday morning to Saturday
night. The sheep are skinned, the intes-
tines taken out, and the carcasses thrown
into the kettles. After going through the
Kkettles the carcasses are thoroughly mash-
ed up. the hones being sottened so that
they will pulverize under the pressure of
the hand. The offal is fed to hogs. In
