A Successful Run.

Several persons who have been at work
for the company this summer at their
mines on Seda Butte Creck, a tributary to
the east Fork of the Yellowstone river, re
turned to town this week. The operations |
of the company at their mines is suspend- |
ed. In brief, their operations this year have |
been, the burning of about 4,500 bushels of |
charcorl. making wagon roads to and
| around the mines, cutting lumber, putting

in a water wheel and other necessary ma-

chinery, getting out about 100 tons of ore
and hauling it to the ‘smelter, and the ereo-
tion of alog building 45x60 feet. In this
building is a smelter, built of rock, of 20
tons (daily) capacity. It is a stack furnace
32 feet high with a No. 3 Root blower.

Fire was started in the smelter on the 1st
inst. and on the 2nd a run was commenced.
Eighty-tfive tons of ore were run through
in five days and six hours, and about thirty
tonsof hullion obtained. Two pigs of
bullion were brought in hy some members
of the company, one of which is on exhibi-
tionat the First National Bank of Boze-
man. Samples have been taken from all
the pigs and will be sent to the Assay office
in Helena to ascertain the value of the buts
lion.,

no natural protection. The charge, hero-
ically executed, was az bravely met and at
several points repalsed, Jhorses and riders
#oing down before tmc’llyj murderous

udneriftes. ~Ihe
Seventh cavalry showed indonditabiciphick
and courage In the fhée of 4 withering fire,
and before them; In several places JoseplPs
warriors broke and fled for safer shelter in
ravines which were no econer’ occupied
thanl invested by the brave troopers. The
intantry, mounted, did exceilent execution,
but were less expored and suffered fewer
casualtics. A portion of the command,
specially detailed, went for the herd. Fol-
lowed by speeding bullets they did not
stop or halt, but bore down upon the ram-
bling ponies and swooped up more than
600 of them in a buneh,
ment, sustained after the first assaults in a
strategic form, the Indian foss was twelve
killed outright, several who died soon af-
ter, and a list of wounded numbering
about thirty inall. Failing in all attempts
to stampede or drive the Iidiane from
cover, the command was o disposed af to
cut off escape.  In this the field guns,
which had been got to the front, materially
assisted.  Toward evening, the Indians,
realizing their precarious situation, first
showed gigns of weakening., Soon after
an Indian  bearing a white flag was seen
advancing toward the soldiers. e proved
to be Chief Joseph, and was taken direct
to General Miles, Ile asked for terms of
surrender—a gunrantee of pardom amd cs-
cort back to the Nez Perce reservation—
which if granted he would aceept and re-
turn to Washington Territory, where he
would abide in peaxce.  The General was
was not able 1o promise, and demanded an
unconditional surrender. ‘This the Chiet
would not accede to. and Miles pliced him
under guard, holding him during the night
and until October 1st. During this time
the dead were gathered up and buried. and
the wounded cared for. Lieut. Jerome, of
the Second cavalry, wus sent under truce
to the Indian quarters,with instructions to
induce the waiting hostiles to surrender at
once. They asked for a sign or token
from Joseph, but the Lientenant bore none,
and the Indians declined his overtures, and
held him as hostage for Joseph.

Onthe evening of October 1st, fighting
‘was resumed, and  was kept «p until the
afternoon of the 2d.  Fiving was agnin dis-
continued and Joseph was released and ex-
changed for Jerome.  This offected, the
fight reopened and the investment of the
Indians made thoroughly secure, They
held ont tenacionsly, and not till the even-
ing of the 4th did they again ask for terms
of surrender.  On the 5th they eapitu-
lated, with the exception of a few reneesade
out-laws, who effected their escape. Jo-
seph, the bulk and best of his warriors, all
the squaws and children, and the horses
fell into Miles’ handg,

MILES’ BATTLE.

A Despernte Charge Upon the Nexz
Perces Camp.

Fenrful Cost in Dead and Wounded.

Final Surrendcer of the Indians.

(Ielena Iferald.}

General Miles, in response to dispatches
received from Howard and Sturgis, then in
the Clark’s Fork country contiguos to the
Yellowstone, fitted out a cavalry and
mounted infantry command of about 700
men. He crossed the Yellowstone from
the Tongue River Cantonment September
16th, and the following morning the com-
mand, with several light field pieces, includ-
ing one Gatling gun, moved rapidly toward
the Muscleshel'. e was too late to inter-

tinued on south of the Missouri to the
neighborhood of Cow Island. The cross-
ing of the Missouri was effected without
serious difficulty at the Muscleshell Bend,
below Cow Island.  Field pieces, caissons
and wagons were expeditiously landed on
the north bank without damage to ammu-
nition or injury te supplies, and witheut
delay the whole colutnn and train moved
north toward Milk River. ©On the 28th of
September the command camped on a
small tributary stream of Milk River, and
the following day (29th,) skirted the Little
| Rocky Range along its eastern and north-
| ern baze. Here couvier advices from Maj-
or Ilges, Seventh Infantry, forwarded from
Cow Island, reached General Miles, appris-
ing him of the route taken by the hostiles
| and where to look for them. The General
rapidly advanced that day, and without
discovering any trace of the Indians, biv-
ouacked for the night.

On the morning of the 30th, cold and
cheerless, the command moved ahead,
flanking the north-easterly base of the
Bear Paw, it open country sloping gradu-
ally down towards the Sandy. Small trib-
utary streams, mostly dry, with standing
pools at intervals in chanpels, bearing in
spring mountain torrents forward to Milk
River and the Missouri, were crossed, the
Bear Paw looming np apparently ten or
twelve miles away. Snow commenced to
fall, which increased presently to a storm
and drove quurtering into the meti's “wces,
shutting out distinct vistas for lony dis-
tances in amy direction. At this time
seouts, who had preceded the cohimn, eame
riding hack, informing Miles that the In-
dian camp had been found, and was then
distant about three miles, The comrand
continned H to within less than twe miles
of the hostiles, when the soldiers and In-
dians sighted each other at about the same
time. Great alivm showed itself in the In-
dian camp which was inereased as the com-
mand rapidly mancuvered and formed for
the attack. Protaction of the twain had
been looked after, and the field guns, some
miles to the rear under safe escort, ordered
to move up wiih all possible dispatch, In
the charge that followed General Miles'
