The code of civil procedure enacted f t \  

the tenth session ot tlie Montana Le^ida- j 
Hire, makt s provisions o f limitation which j 
we have not seen published, and which are 
of considerable importance to business 

I men. We publish tue following extracts :
Sec. 41. * * * An action upon tiny 

contract, obligation, or liability, founded 
upon an instrument in writing, shall bt 
commenced within six years.

Sec. 44.—1. An action upon account, or 
other contract, obligation or liability, not 
founded upon an instrument in writing;

* * * 3. An action upon an account 
for goods, wares or merchandise sold and 
delivered, and upon any express or implied 
promise not above enumerated—shall be 
commenced within two years.

The limitations were formerly, on instru­
ments in writing, ten years ; on book ac­
counts, five years.—New North- West.
