itor is allowed to pay his money at any
oflice and draw it at any other. Ile has!
the choice of 5,443 oflices at which to con-
duet his transactions, and if he happens to
be away from home at any time, and in
want of money, he can obtain it from the
nearest office iz he has his book with him.
The method of deposit is this:

The Cepositor makes & written declara-
tion that he has no” account in any other
savings institution. e then hands in his
amount and it is entered into a pass-book,
which is marked with the office-stamp and
returned to him. In two or three days a
receipt for the deposit is refurned to him
from the central office at London. W',en
meney is to be withdrawn, he obtaiys from
any post office a torm of notice, This he
fills up, signs and dr. ps in {ne nearest let-
ter box. Itis sent to Lcadon, and prompt- |
ly the money or a m oney order is foiward-
ed to the office designated. A warrant for
the ampunt is then written and signed at
the centrai office, one-half the warrant be-
ing for the postmaster and the other half
for the depositor; and in a day or two af-
ter the requisition is mailed, the latter goes
to the post oftice and presents his half of
the warrant. It i5 compared with the
other half, and if it is correct, the amount
is paid out to hini.

This system, of which we have given
only an outline, has been adopted in near-
Iy all its features by the &cveininent of
Italy and Austria. 1t has been introduced
also in the Dominion of Canada and in
New Zealand. In France, Germany, Bel-
gitm ard the Netherlands, an approach to
the system has been made by the govern-
ments authorizing the post offices to re-
ceive deposits for the regular savings banks,
80 as to give larger facilities to the people
to plact their savings. It is more than
probable that in all these cotintries the
British method will sooner or later come
into use int its principal features. The pro-
jected system for this country differs wide-
ly from that of Great Britain, mainly, ho -
ever, in tuitiiig all deposits into our na-
tional securities. It is equally excellent,
so far as allowing a depositor to realize
upon his investment when he is away from
home and short of cash is cBicerned, as
the money orders given out to depositors
are expressly made trasfeiable, ahd accord-
ingly may be sold or hypothetated by their
actual owners. If the depdsitor wants to
become a bondholdet he can do so as soon
as he has.saved up $10, as the denomina-
tions of the 3 G5 bonds to be issued in ex-
change for postal orders run down as low
as that figiire, and do not ascend igher
than §100. Or, if he desires to become a
bloated bondhglder, he can ketp on accium-
ulating his 3 G5s until he has $300 worth
of them in face value, and then exchange
them at par fora $300 4 per cent bond,
thus gaining the increased interest.
