Editor o f the Avant Courier:

I promised to give an account of mystdf 
occasionally. Nothing of interest to write 
about, but will say. briefly, that I got 
switched off from Bear Paw by a party of 
Black Hillers, who said that nearly every 
man had come back, bringing their sluice 
lumber to Benton ; that tlie whole business 
was a traua from “ way back.”  I then 
joined a party going to tlie North Block- 
foot, where some “smart Aleck” liad 
struck eight dollars to the pan. Labored 
with the feilen timber on North Btackfoot, 
wrestled with the flies and mosquitoes one 
week ; left without digging a hole, our 
party nu doiibt expecting to find tbe gold 
setting in pans by the road. On my way 
back I dug five holes to bedrock on a ba 
on Canyon creek ; got prospects on the 
rim, but could find no channel. Am now 
beaded for Snake river, whère I shall work 
a cOUple of months, and possibly get back 
to BoSeman by winter.

At the Jefferson I had N big time with 
MGsqifitoes. Done in strict “doggerel 
rims thusly (this is not written for publi­
cation):

When daylight had feded 
My steed and I jaded,
And worn by our marching 
’Neath sun's fiery scorching, 
Bivouacked on fti£ hillside 
By Jefferson's swift tide.
By greasewood and cactus 
Mosquitoes attacked us,
In numbers no limit 
Increasing each minute.

saddle animals, are accomplishing an ex­
traordinary amount of road building. Not­
withstanding this caution; and the panic of 
the Clark's Fork milles ahd valley people 
at reports of Indians in all quarters; fee 
have really seen none, and but lew recent 
signs ot them, and unless delayed by them 
or bad weather, hope to nin our wagon 
road, through a heretofore unexplored re­
gion of surpassing fire hole basins and 
other wonders, to the lower Geyser Basin, 
thus connecting the two wagon road en­
trances to tbe Park within a week here* 
after.

The Presbytery of Montana convened in 
Bozeman on Friday evening of last week, 
.'nd was opened with a sermon by Rev. J. 
R. Russell, of Deer Lodge. As Rev. W. 
L. Cook, ot Missoula, had not returned 
from the Eastern States, be was much 
misset! by the brethren.

Mr. J .  II. Taylor represented the Boze­
man church as Elder, rnd Mr. Thornton 
Street represented the L t  rail ton church.

As the winter session c f the Presbytery 
is the time for the annual reports and 
statistics, there was very little business on 
hand.

The brethren had a pleasant time talk­
ing about their various fields of work, re­
lating Incidents of the past six months, 
considering the spiritual needs ot the Ter­
ritory, and encouraging and strengthening 
one another.

On Satu-day morning Rev. L. B. Crit­
tenden was chosen Moderator for the ses­
sion. An application to the Home Mission 
Board of the Presbyterian Church, tor aid 
tor the coming year, was presented by the 
Bozeman church, and approved. A n ur­
gent appeal was made that the ministen 
and elders should extend their influence 
and help, and look after tlie spiritual wont* 
of the whole Territory, so much as time, 
strength and means would allow. A hastj 
survey soon convinced the brethren that 
it was impossible to have any regulär, 
systematic work done outside, as the val­
leys are so large and the villnges so numer­
ous. and each has all that it is possible to 
do, at home.

Nevertheless the Territory was, in port, 
divided off for the pastors and elders. Mr. 
Cook and his elder, at Missoula, were 
asked to extend a helping hand through­
out the Bitter Root valley. Deer Lodge 
county was consigned to Mr. Russell. 
Lewis and Clarke, Choteau and Jefferson 
counties were consigned to Mr. Hewitt. 
Meagher county and Lower Gallatin to 
Mr. Crittenden, while the Upper Gallatin 
and Yellowstone valleys were committed 
to Mr. Richards and eider.

There was a baptismal service on Satur­
day afternoon, when, in the presence of a 
little congregation, the sacrament of bap­
tism was administered by the acting pas­
tor to tour infent children. SatufJay 
evening Rev. J .  D. Hewitt; preached. On 
the Sabbath a communion and baptismal 
•orvice was conducted by Revs. L. B. 
Crittenden, J .  D. Hewitt and the pastor, in 
the morning. Rev. J .  R. Russell preached 
in the evening.

Presby*ery adjourned, to meet in Helena 
on tbe second Friday of February next. 
The work and meetings of tbe Presbytery 
were sandwiched by many pleasant and 

eajls among tlie people. Tbe breth­
ren from abroad returned home with the 
oonviction that Bowman ta beautiful jbr
