In the December issue of Godey's Lady’s
Book appear the valedictories of both the
editor and the publish:er of that magazine,
which with the beginning of the new year
passed into other hands. Much has been
written 2nd said about the exhaustive na-
ture of the journist’s profession, and the
general deduction has been made that as a
general rule literary people are neither |
long-lived nor ure they able to withstand
the mental laubor incumbent upon them, |
over any extended period of years, com-|
parison being had with numbers of other |
callings. No better examples demonstrat- |
ing the commonly accepted opinion eould
be found than in the careers of Mrs. Sarah
Josepha Hale and Mr. L. A Godey. Mrs.
Hule states that she began the eliting of |
the Lady's Magazine in 1827—fifty years
ago. Nine years later that periodical was
consolidated with the Lady's Book, of |
which Mrs. Hale assumed the editorship,
the active duties of which she hus subse-
quently continuously performed. A half
century ot steady journalistic labor is in
itself phienomenal, wore so when it is con-
sidered that & woman has accomplished
the task, and it becomes &till more remark-
atle whken we are told that it has been
done not early, but late in life, Mrs, Hule |
having now attxined the venerable age ot |
ninety years. Certainly no one would
fmagine that the editor of the sprightly
periodical beture us, a journal which pre-
eminently deals with fashion and ait, and
is uddressed especially to the young, is the
saine editor who wrote in the same bril-
Jiant way, and made up the same interest-
ing papers for our grandinothers, but the
fact remains that she of lite years has
been writing for a third generution of
reuders. T'he sawe is true ot Mr. Godey,
although Le is a mere youth 8 compared
with Mye, Llale, Leing but seventy-three
years of nge. Jle began literary work
when but fitteen years old, and hence his
journalistic life hus extended over tifty-
eight years, during all but the tirst ten ot
which Le hag uninterrnptedly published
the Lady’s Book.
