It was 
a sacrifice to the Association of over a 
thousand dollars, hut in justice they could 
pursue no oilier course. General Rowitt, 
owner ot Howell, claimed t.*at he was 
used unfairly, and unless the race was run 
lie would not permit Balaclava to enter for 
the subsequent race—handicap, mile dash. 
This announcement did not change tlie 
ruling of the Association, which was held 
to be right, and which many believed to be 
just. The multitude, of course, were dis­
appointed, and called loudly for tlieir en­
trance money. This the Association or­
dered should be returned, tickets were giv­
en to all who applied, and at the Secre­
tary's office in town everybody got back 
tlasir cash. The Association, it is under­
stood, will publish a card explaining their 
course and justifying their action in refer­
ence to tlie race. We think It would be 
tlie right tiling to do, and for this purpose 
tiie Herald will accord whatever space is 
needed in its columns.”

"ive no uncertain sound ; one honest to 
his convictions, true to principle, conscien­
tious in tlie discharge of duty, unfaltering 
through reverses and dignified if need he 
in an honorable defeat.

Fisk, of Jefferson, as further substitute, 
offered a resolution that W. F. Sanders tie 
declared as nominee of the Convention tor 
Delegate hy acclamation.

Chair ruled that a substitute for a sub­
stitute w as not in order.

Aiderson’s substitute put to vote and 
was declared carried.

Division called for; substitute prevailed. 
Adjournment until 9 a. in. Wednesday 

moved and carried.
At 9 a. in. Wednesday, 25th, Convention 

reassembled.
After lengthy debate motion prevailed to 

proceed to nominate Delegate.
Irvin, of Deer Lodge, offered the follow­

ing resolution :
Resolved, That Wilbur F. Sanders be de­

clared by acclamation the nominee of this 
Convention.

3Ir. Sanders addressed the Convention 
and respectfully but positively declined 
nomination.

Alderson, of Gallatin, thought tlie Con­
vention apt to underrate capabilities of 
men who, tor one. he considered ot ability 
and character sufficient to creditably repre­
sent tlie Territory in Congress. Mr. AJ- 
derson closed by moving tlie nomination 
of Robt. Fisher.

Pending the nomination ot 3Ir. Fisher, 
that gentleman appeared, and, asking leave 
to address the Convention, declined tlie 
nomination.

31 r. Joseph Davis mo veil that W. F. San­
ders lie declared nominee of the Conven­
tion hy acclamation, which motion being 
put by the Vice President, was declared 
earned. Mr. Sanders declined.

Mr. Mussighrod, of Deer Lodge, again 
offered his resolution as to tlie inexpedien­
cy of a nomination. This motion excited 
much discussion, but upon a vote b£ coun­
ties was declared carried.

Mr. Alderson explained his vote depre­
cating the probable passage of the resolu­
tion. and was replied to hy Mr. Fisk, of 
Lewis and Clarke, and 31r. Irvin, Dr. 
Mussighrod and 31r. L. M. Black, of Deer 
Lodge.

Pending the election of a Territorial 
central committee, Mr. Irvin, of Deer 
Lodge.rose to a question of privilege, and 
presented a resolution passed at the Deer 
Lodge Republican Convention of 1878, de­
nouncing the chairman of the central com­
mittee for his non-action in calling a 
meeting of the Territorial central commit­
tee to recommend candidates for the Feil- 
ral offices in the Territory.

Northern PaciHe B. B. Report.

The stockholders otthe Northern Pacific 
railroad held their annual meeting in New 
\  ork. Sept. 25th. The annual report ol 
the directors shows that the business ol 
the road is increasing satisfactorily. The 
gross earnings for the year were $1.192, 
381, and the expenses were $«31.302, leav­
ing a net balance of $362,079, or a net in­
crease ot $169,381 over last year. The sev­
eral divisions of the road have been opera­
ted without accident and maintained in 
good order. The condition of the joad is 
fully up to the average of the roads of the 
country. On account of wear and tear 150 
miles of new rails will have to be laid be­
tween Brainard and Fargo. The opera­
tions ot tlie land department have been 
active,nearly 750,000 acres having been dis­
posed of. The report says that in nine 
counties of Minnesota and seven counties 
of Dakota, intersected by tt.is road, the 
area under cultivation this year was 250,- 
000 acres, ot which 185.000 acres were in 
wheat, and the new breaking already ac­
complished in the same counties will add 
133,000 acres for next year's crop. The 
population has increased 40 percent, in 
nine months, and the wheat crop has been 
most bountiful. For the sale of 749.633 
acres ot land there were received S3, 379,- 
432, and the timber sales in the Minnesota 
and Pacific divisions have realized $24,350. 
—Herald.
