A great many 
patient, hard-working mothers of families 
are fully ])ersumled that they have no time 
for play ; they have hardly time to sleep, 
and to take precious moments that should 
he given to darning stockings, to wiping 
window-glasses and devote them to string­
ing rhymes together, to making fancy 
wall pockets, to embroidering tidies and 
ottomans, to reading the last magazine, 
the last newspaper, or the last fresh novel 
—this would be an inexcusable foil}- and 
waste o f time. Not a bit of it. Doubtless 
one great reason why so many cigars are 
smoked ar.d so much had tobacco used is 
that the flagrant (?) clouds and the nar­
cotic spell throw the victim into a dreamy, 
restful condition, and afford a temporary 
relief from the present stress ot labor. He 
is willing for this to shorten his lifr, to 
wear out his nerves, or at any rate to take 
the risk of doing so. rather than forego 
the pleasure of indulgence in the tobacco 
habit. Women have not the taste or the 
inclination for this species of recreation, 
and no one thinks it would be becoming to 
them.

M r. Sliager pre-empted ICO acres of land 
in this county in 1801, and established a 

sheep ranch. The war followed. He 
made no appreciable progress in his con­
dition until 1863, when his fortune took a 
turn. A t this time (1865) he owned 3.000 
head of sheep, all improved. The original 
stock of 2,000 head lie purchased from A. 
Toutant Beauregard, brother o f the Gen­
eral. Four years after that he purchased 
1.500 ewes of the celebrated George W il­
kins Kendall flock, having, in all, intro­
duced 800 head of ewes and bucks, costing 
him $50 a head. Mr. Shatter's income for 
1876 may be summed up as follows : Ewes 
sold. 2.576. at $0,716; bucks and whethers 
sold, $3.859; wool sold, 82.000 pounds 
$16.000 ; income for 1876. $27.575.

To maintain his establishment and at­
tend to the sheep requires an outlay of 
nearly $700 per month. From twenty-live 
to thirty men are constantly employed. 
The flocks of sheep are divided into 1.200 
to each flock, under the care of a pastore. 
and over every three pastorcs is a bacerio. 
or overseer, having those particular three 
under his especial care. Over all the bao 
erios is a head man. Two large mule 
teams are constantly hauling supplies, and 
in the storehouse ot the rancho is a stock 
sufficient to start an ordinary country 
store. O f ewes, bucks and lambs lie has 
now 16.000 bead, less about 250, valued at 
about $75,000.

A few years ago. foreseeing that a large 
tract o f land would soon lie necessary to 
maintain his rapidly growing flocks, and 
afford never-failing purturage, when prices 
were comparatively low lie commenced 
the purchase of what has since swelled in­
to a princely domain, watered by six or 
seven different streams, chief among which 
are the Agua Diiloe. San Dernando, and 
Lagarto.- This tract now contains 60,000 
acres of land. With the fence completed 
which he has now under way. these acres 
will not be worth less than $2 each. The 
tract measures fifteen miles in length anti 
from ten to twelve wide, and is covered 
with a plentiful supply of timber. Forty

I t  is nstonishinp 
how foolish small extravapences appear, 
when they have to be put down in black 
anti white, after tiie temptation to indulpe 
in them is over. Ant. they must be put 
flown in detail, and not conveniently class­
ed tnpethor under the penernl heatilnp of 

sundries.”  The item “sundries” is never 
admitted into well-kept household ac­
counts. No one who has not tried it 
would believe what a check it is upon per­
sonal expenditure to keep a thorough ac­
count o f money spent, and not only a 
cheek, but a help ; for prices may be com­
pared. and thus lessons learned from ex­
perience.

Generally speaking, whenever large sav­
ings have been made they have been affect­
ed in little sums. Very few persons of 
oidinary honesty deliberately set to work 
to make large purchases which they can­
not afford, and yet numbers spend just as 
much in the long run in little things that 
they scarcely think worthy of notice. I t  
is very difficult to realize fully the value of 
small sums. I f  tiie halfpennies and pen­
nies that lie iocse in the pockets were 
properly appreciated there would not be 
so much pecuniary embarrassment in tiie 
world as there is. “Many a mickle makes 
a muckle ;” this is true ot nothing more 
titan of halfpennies and pennies.

-These little savings, as a rule, must be 
made in personal expenditure more than 
in anything else. What is spant over the 
household is generally neptled, but the 
smsdi personal luxuries wb eh eost so lit­
tle are not. And when any saving is made 
in this way, the money should be put 
aside as saved, instead of being mixed 
with the sjiending fund.
