We did n«»t visit tlie school­
room. but as we passed the «loor-wav. we 
heard the voices o f Indian children sing- 
ing, ••pttil for the shore,’’ which sound«*«! 
strangely familiar in this wild and isolate«! 
neighborhood. The tribe numlters 3.300 
souls, men, women and children, and 
in spite o f the «lestruction of unborn 
infants, which is a practice common among 
them, and tiie losseg by war w ith.tlie 
Sioux and o ther tribes, this num ber is ««in­
stantly increasing. Tlmy can on occasion 
m uster and put into tbe field nine hundred 
able-bodied and well-armed warriors. If. 
therefor, a war with tliem ever should oc­
cur it will doubtless l*e one o f no mean 
proportions. The Major showed us the 
garden patch, which we would judge eon- 
siste«i o f less than an acre, and was all the 
land umler cultivation when he arrived. 
Thinking this piece o f ground would hard­
ly inspire the Indians with any very exalt­
ed hlea o f tlie blessings o f  agriculture, he 
iletenuined to form it on a more extensive 
sc de, ami this season raised 3000 bushels 
o f potatoes and turnip« and 400 busliels o f 
grain.
