TheScheme of llaydenand his Help
ers.

Washington, January 25.—The members
of the Nationul Academy of Science are
bringing great pressure to bear upon mein-
hers of the House to induce them to sup-
port the scheme to consolidate all the gov-
crnment surveys and placing them under
the charge of the coast survey, and then
transferripg tbat branch ot the service trom
the Navy to the Interior Department. It is
vlainly evident now that the scheme is
simply a huge job involving millions ot
money, and concocted to provide plices
for several m s of the y of sci-
ence who have vainly endeavored for years
to get control of the government surveys.

It really matters but
little how much or how littie may be in-
volved in the proposed exemption, pro-
vided such leislation is wrong in princi-
ple and unjustly discriminating in its oper-
ations, ;
That the exemption asked for, however,
I8 not, by any means, such a trivial matter
as the Hcrald would have us infer. we sub-
mit another, and perhaps full as reliable an
estimate of the magnitude of this proposed
donation. Narrow-gnuge railroads, in-
cluding rolling stock. right of way, and de-
pot and other buildings, cost about $8.000
per mile. At 20 mills on the dollar this
would amount to $160 to the mile, or $32.-
000 per year on 200 miles of road (the
amount that will prohably be built within
the Territary during the next two years),
Then tor the whole fitteen vears the ex-
emption wonld amount to the handsome
little sum of $480,000, or for 20 years $640.-
000.

The above may be considered rather a
liberal assessable estimate on railroad
property as well a8 on the namber of miles
that will probably be constructed within
the Territory during the next two years,
but it must be borne in mind that this bill
proposes exemption, not for one railroad
company exclusively, but for any and all
railroad companies that may build within
the limits of the Territory during the next
two years succeeding the pussage ot the
bill.

Irrespective of any inducements oftered
by this or any other Legislative Act, we
corfidently believe that more than 200
miles of the Utah and Northern Railroad
will be built within Montana during the
next two years, and that at least 100 miles
of road will be constructed by the North-
ern Pacifie Railroad Company within the
Territory during the same period. The
respec.ive companles are pushing forward
these enterprises on purely business prin-
ciples. They have counted the cost and
estimated the present important and pros-
pectively inereasing business of the Tervi-
tory and on theae estlinates they have un-
doubtedly tigured thelir grose and net enrn-
ings for several years in the future, and no
further aid or inducement will, in our
opinion. change the resilt or hasten the
completion of elther road to the business
centres of Montana.

The Chinese Six Companies
are wenalthy enough to keep the Pacific
alive wirh vessels, and their income from
the services of their coolies will be largely

the United States overland? Absolutely
nothing. and conszequently the Willis Bill
will not. work the result desired. What is
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wanted iz a law prohibiting the immigra-
tion of the Chinese in toto. We do not
want them. They are useless to us. being
nothing but leeches apon the hody politic.
sucking the very life blood of the nation.

The Helena Herald. while favoring ihe
passagr ot such measures as will prevent
this great accumulation of a class of peo-
ple that are hurtful to tlfe country, fears
what may result {rom an abrogation of the
Burlingame treaty, saying that now when
our great commercial rivals, England.
France and Germany, are making such
strenuons efforts to secure the Chinese
trade. it wonld be unwise and unpolitie for
us to jeopardize onr commercial relations
with China by any action agninst Chinese
immigration. and at the same time thinks
that if negotiation were epened with the
Emperor of China that he would favor a
prohibition of immigration, he being op-
posed to his subjects emigrating.

It is evident that whatever hold we have
upon the Chinese trade is dne alone to our
superior facilities for furnishing what is re-
quired. making it to the interest of China

not throngh any particular love China has
for the United States.

Then again. if the Emperor is favorable
to non-emigration. why should he take
umbrage at us for doing that which he de-
