THE INTERVIEW.

In view of the tact the Northern Pacific
Railroad company has no active represent-
ative in Montana, there apperrs to be an
entire lack of reliable intormation with re-
ference to the pians of this company for
the immediate prosecution of its construct-

pletion of the entire line, from the Missouri
river at Bismarck, to the Pacitic coast, or
more directly to the connection with the
steamer lines on” the Columbia river at
Walla Walla. .

For the reliable iformation of all con-
cerned, it may be stated that the Northern
Pucific company has now under contract
one bundred miles of road, west of Bis-
marck, on the Missouri. T'his one hundred
miles extends the line from Bismarck to
within twenty-five miles of the little Mis-
sourl. The.remaining one hundred und
ten miles, from that point to the Yellow-
stone is being cavefully surveyed with re-
terence to re-location and better approach
to the Yellowstone, aid will be under con-
tract in August. with the view of winter
work in heavier sections. One-half of the
first hundred miles numad is already graded,
: #nd the track is being rapidly laid. There
|is sufficient material already west of the
| Missouri river, for the first thirty miles,
| and the balance of the rail tor the first one
| hundred miles is on tiie company’s docks

orielle divislon next year. 'I'ie bonds for
the completion ot this work, as also the
work between the Missouri and the Yellow-
stone, are already subscribed.

It is the plan of Mr. Billings, the newly
eiected president, who is the largest indi-
vidual owner in the road, as also the board
of directors who are Targe "owners of the
property, to push the entire work forward
to the earliest possible completion.

Particulars of the Lake Ontario
Disaster.

Clayton, N. Y., via Oswego, July 31.—

here this morning was from Binghamp-
ton, N. Y., and vicinity, and numbered
about 230 persons. They were spending
a few days on the St. Lawrence, and had
this moring.the steam yachts Iurrington
and Josephine with a view to visiting
Kingston. Out., and other points. ‘I'hey
gteamed up the river from Thousand Isl-
and Park to this place, and as the Jose-
phine was a slower Dot thuin the Farring-
ton, it was proposed to tie the two boats
and keep the party together. As goon as
this was done ihey proceeded or their
journey, but had not gone. forty rods when
it was found that the stays’ were not prop-
erly adjusted, and the Josephine com-
menced backing water without lessening
speed. An ‘effort wis made to loosen the
stays. The bow line was let out until the
Joscphine had swung around sideways,
when it eaught in a knot and she capsized
and supk in eighty teet of water in halt a
minute, As the boat tipped over every
one en board fell into the water and many
were drawn down as the boatsunk. Noth-
ing happened to the Farrington, and many
were taken out ot the water by her and
other small beats which pushed out trom
the shore as soon as the accidert oreturred,
Five ladies were drowned, and none of the
bodies have been recovered. Divers ar-
rived to-night and efforts will be made in
the morning to find the bodies and raise
the Josephine. .
