All along its course terrific explosions ot 
gunpo vtfer. petroleum, liquor, etc. were 
ot frequent occurence, nnd tlie buildings 
were Mown into atoms. Tlie hook and 
ladder apiMinitus and hose carriage were 
tlie first tilings to hum. leaving nothing 
but a few feet ot worthless hose wi ii 
which to liatife against tlie «levouring e. • 
meats. The water works were tried f« r  
the first time yesterday and this morning 
they were put to Iheir Adlest capacity with 
little success in subduing tlie flames on a o  
count of the scarcity of water.

Tbe hiPaidea were almost a solid sheet 
of flame, and water from the Bankier ditch 
could not be had. otherwise rowfaifnii’h
