NumBer 1.

The first white man to look upon the
Yellowstone river was that intrepid ex-
plorer, Lieut. Clarke. who descended this
stream in the year 1806 with a part of the
commaml’ popularly known as the Lewis
and Clarke expedition. A history of this
exploration was printed, describing the
country traveled through, which was read
by thousands, and attracted universal at-
tention. The mouth of the Colmubia riv-
er on the Pucitiz coust was, however, cor
sidered the point of most commercial val-
ue und political interest to the nation, the
vast interim being soon forgotten and
delegated to the trapper and fur fathers,
who usintained a preexrious existence
among the Indinns,

The Mwerican Fur Compapy established
two truding posts on the Yellowstone dur-
ing the Years 1814 and '13; this company
was controlled by John Jacob Astor, ami
bere was guthered the means to place the
lumgof“orrblah ap iIn the list of the
morvy kings of to-lay.

Tulloch’s Fort was located about a mile
below the mouth of the Horn river,
and its ruins are stil} vislle. Different
stories ave todd as 1o its destruction aml
abandomnent, the most probuble one of
‘which Is, that the agent I charge was
