The following communication Is written
by a gentleman who is well known in this
valley, and- although his statements differ
widely from l@poru in relation to the Moose
Creek mines, we yet deem it proper to give
them to the public.—[Ep.

Pierce Cr7v, L T., June 2, 1860,

" EDITOR STATESMAN:—Please allow me
to correct a slatement made by Mr. O'Neil
in réfard to the Moose Creek Mines. He
stated that he had been to Moose Creek, and
found it to bea rich and extensive camp.
This statement is false in every particular.
Mr. O'Neil never was there and knowsnoth-
ing of the mines whatever, Moose Creek is
nol rich, neither is it oxtensive—the best
claims are scarcely paying wages, and the
wiole camp will not number over forty
claims that pay anything at all, and even
these cannot be worked but & short thne
longer on account of water. Ditches are
belng brought in, but it will take all sum-
mer to complete them. Before the claims
were opened the progpects were very flatter-
ing; one, two, three, and even twenty dol-
lars was got to the pan, but the leads, after
working, have proven to be very narrow and
spotted, and fall short of the expeciations
of every one. 'The basin is low, yet dig-
gings are well up 1o the head of the gulches,
making natural water scarce. The largest
week's work yet made was 48 ounces to two
men, and the largest nugget $117.  The dis-
tance from this place to Moose Creek 1s
about forly miles, and from Moose Creek fo
Hell Gate valley about the same. Provis-
jons have been very scarce this spring, but
when 1 left, s few days since, teams werc
coming in from Loth sides.

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A New Battery,

{From the White Pine Inland Emplre.]

We bave before us a cnt of Wilson's Pa-

tent Steam Stamp Mill, & Philadelphia in-

vention, which promises te revolutionize

quartz mills. This battery consists of only

two stamps of five hundred pounds weight

each, and is econstructed yery much in the

usual way, except that the power ia not ap-

plied upon g cam shaft but direct upon the

stamps, Above each stamp is a steam cy!-

inder, and the atem of the stamp is in fuct

but a piston to an engine, The result will

be apparent to every mechanic, ‘The stamps

work precisely like steam trip hammers. and

strike each blow of a ton’s weight, at the

rate of two hundred strokes per minute, or
more than twice the number of our swiftest
mills, The manufacturers warrant this mill
1o crush a ton per hour of the hardest quariz
10 an impalpable powder. And thisis dry

crushing. The whole mill costs two thous-

and five hundred dollars in curreney in
Philadelphia, and weighs (with shoes and
dies sufficient to run a year) only five
thousand pounds, It takes but two cords of
wood per day to run it. It occuples but lit-
tle space, it requires but Jittle lumber to set
it up, and itls equal in capacily W thirty
ordinary stamps, The ndvantage 18 at oncy
apparent, First—a great saving is mage in
the original cost ; second—in frelght ; third
—in construction; and lastly, in repairs,
Again, this mill has its own engines, and
only needs a boiler to put it in motion. The
result is that only a small engine is required
in addition, with which is to run pans and
settlers, So much for its, sdvantages. The
objections which the mill presents, at first
sight, are, firat—that the mill will not dis-
charge pulp as fast as it crushes it; second
—that the tremendouns work pn.rformed by
the battery will swiftly wear out, or shake
to pieces the machinery. On these points,
Mr. P. W. Murray, a practical machinist, an
old resident of Austl.u. and n man generally
well known in Lander county, informs us,
that after a thorough trial of nine months
of one of thesemachinesin the copper mines
of Michigan, none of these forchodings
were realised, and Indeed, the builders will
give bonda (good and sufficient) that none
of lhese objections need occur.  Mr. Murray
has the right to sell this mill on thia coast.

Ie haa already organized one company in
Austin and sent for a mill. He would like
to send for another for White Pine. We

commend this matter to miners afl mill-
owners. It scems (o us It is just the thing
here, where freights and lumber are both so
costly.
