City, aed 71, was a most remarkable, ri
to my etamordinary man. He nade a m-

lhine to cut lies before be attained his ma-
jority, learned the printers trade, afterward
that of wood engraving, then lithography,
and afterward studied medielne, dad in that
connection became interested in ehemlstry,
becoming, finally, one of the most accomw
plished and comprehensive chemists in the
country. He was a thorough optica. sad
had no eqad in the knowledge of photogar-
piy. He took up the experiments of Da•
guerre in 1889, and was prolably the frst
person to take a portrait by the eamern. He
showed Prof. Morse how to take portrais by
means of a reflector, so that the subjects
should not appear reversed. Hose tried to
get the plan pateoted in Europe. Mr. Dixon
built the first loomotive, with wooden
whlees, but with the aune doubleerank now
used. He originated the proess of photo.-
lithography, and published is yearn before
it was believed to be uefhl. By his prncess
of transferring, the old bank notes were
easily counterfeited. and it was to guard
against the atbuse of his own process that he
brought out the 9iptem of prinllng In colors
on the bills, and had the method pateuted.
but never received any beneft from the
patent, all the blks having used it without
pay. He perfected the system of makingcollodion f'r the photO•rgmhers, and asusted
