On the night of the 8d nLt., as may been

noticed by our readers, Mr. John Murphy
of Haverhill, ha:u a valuable team stolen.
Through advertising in this paper, and by
means of posters. he rtadily traced the prop-
erty to Iteal's Landing, and from thence
across the river. A high wind had detained
them several hours, but they had succeeded
on Saturday, the thi, in effecting acrossing.
and Wednesday, the lth. Mr. Murphy reach-
ed the Wisconsin side, followed on in active
pursuit on Ih ,rscLack, and obtained a fresh
track at Mehomonee, which he followed on
throughl devious ways, until he reached Eau
Claire, Friday, the 11th. Here he obtained
no reliable information; but, pursuing his
object two miles south, he learned that the
team had l een laudled at that point, and con-
tinuing the route of the thieves, traced thenm
to Plicaiant Valley-a place where " bumr_msers " and rascals of all grades most do con -

regate. F•rom this very plesaunt valley.
D-r. Murphy pushed on a distance of about
t.n miltes, anrd obtained agalh a very accu-
rate description of his horses-a man, as he
was intormned, riding one and leading the
other. This reprobate's name, on inquiry,
was ascertained to be Dell Moon. a notorious
desperado, well known at Eau Claire, and a
habitue of the impenetrtble "clhapparels"
and fadneses- of the timberand caves which
abound in that wild region.

The villain gave
the officers and their pease comitatus just one
half hour, by the watch, to leave; and within
the prsccribed time, having made a thorough
recoumisance of the horsethief's fortification
they concluded that discretion was the bet-
ter part of valor, and took French leave.
Mr. Murphy himself was pursued several
miles by the old man Moon, who came up,
armed to the teeth, and, engaging Mr. Mur-
pity in an apparently friendly conversation,
traveled together a distance of about two
miles, when a (leer crossed their path, and
the old man levelled his piece and fired at
the game. The moment that the barrels of
his shot-gun were discharged, he proceeded
to reload, when Murphy levelling a revolver

Tie French Atlantie Cable.-The
Process of Ocean Telegraphing.

Monday afternoon a number of gentlemen

connected with the newspaper press were
Invited to the rooms of Mr. Moses F. Far-
mer, the well known electrictin, to inspect
a model of the Atlantic Cable, and to exam-
Ine the workings of instrumentts by which
messajes ar sent through the Frmanco-
American Cable. It is well known that
on land lines of telegntrph each signal is
.made by suspending the flow of the electric
current for two different iptervals of time,
called "dots and dashes"--th use of which,
in different orders, constitbtes the alphabet
of the telegraph. Whco they are printed
they are read by " sight," but ordinarily the
operator reads them by "sound," as easily
as the musician reads ihe letters of the scale
by the sitme sense. But the method of sig-
nalizing through the Atlantic cable is exact-
ly reversed fron that on the land lines. It
will be remembered by those who took the
pains to inform themaelves, that when the
first Atlantic Cable was finished something
new was required to overcome the tardy
manner in which messages, were transmitted.
T'he cause for tids slowness is obvious. The
gutta purcha covering of the copper wires,
under the pressure of a great depth of water,
becomes an absorbent of the electricity
which is being sent through them to the ex-
tent of 90 per cent. The first portion of the
electric wave of 10 per cent. crosses the
ocean (1,700 miles) in two seconds, and it
would be followed by a successik of waves
from the rstoraltion of that portion of the
electricity which has been absorbed by the
gutta percha n Imnpalses, and the signal
would be repeated like echoes, and produce
not only confusion but great delay. To
overcome the difficulty the coanoen relsy
Instrument used in land lines wasabandoned
and the reflecting galvanometer adopted-u-a
instrument which deflects a ray of light.
The device is as simple aIt Is s hgealous. It
consists of a minute polarized needle, sus-
mend on a single strand of delicate silk

fbre. In the centre of this needleis placed
almost nuicoswplc mirror, which reflets

It appears that,
dulrng the war, the First Virginia and the
First Michigan Cavalry happened to he ar-
rayed each against theother, and the feelings
ofanimosity between the two regiments was
as bitter as that entertained toward each
other by two single persons who are deadly
enemies. At the famous battle of Gettys.
burg the two regiments fought face to face,
each learning to respect and hate the other
for the blows given and courage displayed.
Betweon Colonels Maxwell and Lee, the
leaders of the two regiments, the hate enter-
talied by tie respective mnembers of each
regiment seemed to concentrate, and when
engaged on James River, the two Colonels
met face to face, and there swore to fight it
out in a personal conflict. The resolve was
no sooner formed than executed, and a de-
terrmined and deadly conflict ensued, the
two regiments, for the time, being merely
splectators. The result was that Maxwell
received a sword thrust In the groin and
Lee had his shoulder disabled.

Since that day, up to yesterday, we sup-
pose the two men have never met, and at
may well be supposed that the meeting was
a strange one, and that singularfeelings were
evoked on the occasion. They both bear
the ineffaceable marks of hard service. Colo-
nel Maxwell has lost one leg. and has sus-
tained other serious physical injurles; while
the left arm of Colonel Lee is disabled by
the wound received n his conflict with Col.
Maxwell.

However, the hatred of the past seems to
have no longer a place In their hearts; they
have each learned to respect the other, as
brave men invariably do; and the warm
grasp of the hand that followed the mutual
recognition, and the words of kindly greet-
ing that were subsequently interchanged,
seemed to indicate a friendship more lasting
than, and as sincere and fervent as, their
former animnaity.-JS'd Lake News.

A Lrwswer'a aomance.
Roswell IL Field, "the Nestor of the Mis-

sourl bar," a lawyer whose entire lack of am-
bition lost the thme his rare and great ability
might have won, died in St. Louis July 19. He
had a peculiarly romantic episode in his early
manhood. He was the son of General Mar-
tin Field, of Newfane, Vt., and practiced
law awhile in the courts of his native county.
His abandonment of his lucrative practice,
and removal from the State, to which he
never returned, was occasioned by an un-
fortunate bestowal of his affections, under
circumstances rarely, if ever. paralleled.
He fell in love with an accomplished young
lady in Windsor, and though shbe was engaged
to another gentleman, succeeded in winning
her affections and Inducing her to join him
in a secret marriage, which was to be fol-
lowed by cohabitation in case the consent of
her parents could be obtained, but otherwise
to be void. She failed to gain that consent;
and is soon as he could be summoned from
Boston, was publicly married to ber first
love, who joined her in a suit in chancery
against Mr. Field for a dissolution of the
secret marriage. Both she and her suit sur-
vived her husband, but at last she won it in
the Supreme Court, and the case rasporad
at length in the thirteenth volume of Ver-
mont reports. Mr. Field felt sorely aggriyv-
ed at the result and issued pamphlet in
which he sought to vindicate hintbel before
the world. Afterward, however, he mar-
ried another lady. with whom he lived hap-
pily. She has been se eral yers dead, and four
children, we think, survive them both.
Years after the strange sutt, the lady whom
he first loved and then fought so persistent-
ly. then twice a widow, married a merchant
of Windsor county, who shortly thereafter
removed to-t. Louis. There they lived for
several years. moving in the first circles,
(though never meeting Mr. Field) and where
she died suddenly, of heart disease, about
four years since, beloved l all who knew
her.

F•reigt from the B•aroad.
Megeath & Co.'s warehouse was yesterday

the scene of greater life and activity than it
has been our fortune to see since our resi-
dence nla the West. We made mention yes-
terday of a large wagon train loading for
Montana. A portion of these departed lae
in the afternoon and the remainder got ofR
yesterday. In addition to these a train of
thirty-eight wagons loaded for Bousman
City, and one of eight wagons for Virglni
City. These forty-six wagons took about
fifty tons of freight. Almost daily additional
trains are arrivng' and departing for the
same destination, and yet, with this constant
stream the receipts by rail far exceed the
means of transportation by wagon. This Is
a significant fact. Mr. Me geath asums
that it is his belief that all shipments for
Montana will hereafter be made with the
Pacific Railroad to this city, thenceby wagon
to Montana. Early after the completion of
the riilroad but little effort was made by the
company to secure the transportation of
these freights, and the merchants fraveling
over the line of the road, receiving no as-
surance of protection to their property, were
induced to arrange for shipment by boat oa
tihe " Big Muddy," believing it not- only to
be the safest but the cheapest and quickest.
