The Jersey City TIm bhas a descriptionof a machine, now In operation n that city,
which is destined to woerk rerolution in
one department of mechanical industry-
namely, a new steam engine, which, one-
quarter the weight, and occupying one-

quarter the space required for an ordinary
ten-horse engine, will give the same power,
with twenty-five per enat. less fuel.

This little machine ses at defiance allre--onceived notions on the subject. Its motive

power is all contiqedl within the ircumwer-ence of a broad, stout wheel, about three feet

in diameter, revolving upon a hollow shaft
which receives the stema and delivers it
alternately into two opposite reciprocal cyl-
laders, each fined between the centre and
the periphery. The power, therefore, in-
stead of being at the centreo, presents the
singular anomaly of being at the el•_umfer-
sac•. Or, in other word , the true centreof
power is at the periphery of the wheel. To
use a familiar suimle, the wheel is like the

hand or drum of a squirrl cage, in which
two squirrels were cousentaneously-one in
the usual position, the other in the opposite,
but with his head down, and with a motion
similar to that of a dy walking on the ceil-
ing-both, of course, in continually revers-
ing positions as the wheel turns. It is an
application of the simple principleby which,
as any one can see, a grindstone may tsplly
be turned by placing the hand upon its sur-
tace, while only with considerable muscular
exertion a nas'ar hand grasping theshaft can
produce the same motion.

The inventor, Mr. Ruset, a Franehnpan,
resided at Couuunltraw until quitesecently,
where be e was well known as the author and
the patentee of several useful minor invenr
tione. The Timee says it is expected that a
stock company will be forn•d inunediately
for the manufacture of the Ruset Engine.
whose value for all uses requirng lightness
sessof construction combined with economy
of fuel, may be seen by the simple statmnent

that It will give ten-borse power with no
more fuel than would berequired in a caloric
engine of two-horse power, occupying one-
fourth of the space, and at a much les e ast.
And one important feeture is, that the same
engine can be used either to attain a high
rate of speed or to do heavy hoisting.

Bffularb r Aceddent in Keastucky.
A Louisville telegram of the 26th says:

A letter from Pri'neton, Caldwell county,
Kentucky, speaks of a fearful accident which
occurred on the t0th. A man named Bdobts
Crow was hauling upon his wagon two Imn-
mense mill-stenes, one of which weighed
9,860 pounds. While passng along the side
of a hill, the heaviest stone rolled from the
wagon and sped down the declivlty with
fearful velocity, erushing small trees and
shruobeery in ts course. Thle oosse of a
farmnner tamed Darn*ll was situated at the
foot of the ill. The mill-stone went crush-
lung through a fence and into the yard of the
f'rmer's house, where there were a number
of bee hive. In the yard were playing a
bevy of children. The bee hives were up-
set; the beee in their confusion lighttd upon
the ehildren, stinging every ote of them in
a frightful manner. The plroges of the
great stone was not hImpeded in the least Iy
its colliton with the bee hives, and went
bounding into a-stock pasture beyond the
house. It dashed through a herd of calvtres
and horses, killing two of the former and
one of the latter ashlmost Instantly. The
children in the yard had been completely
covered with the bees, and each one was
stung by them until their persons were cov-'
ered with white swellings. One of theat
died a short time after the tenrible occur-
rence, and two others are entirely speechless
seed blind.

cable Just laid between France and America,
This cable, as oampared with its predeces-
sors, has some modifications of construction.
We present the following summary from the
article alluded to:

The gutta.percha employed for isulating
is brought direct from Sing.pore, as it left
the hands of the natives, in the shape of an-
sightly idols, dcformtd uadrupeds, carica-
tures of patriarchs, dogs, ships and birds;
and is madue into Iaste for protecting the
electric core. The copper wire is received
from the wire mills in banks of flfteen or
twenty pounds each ; each hank being tested
on its arrival to accertain its conudntivity,
none below a standard being allowed to be
used. The conductor consists of a strand
of seven wires, 0.50 inches in diamueter, or a
little less tha: one.slxtoxnth of an inch, sis
being twisted round the central wire. The
seven wires are rendered perfectly compact
by the coating of the ceutral wire with an
adhesive matter known as ' "'hatterton's
Compound. " The weetiot of the complete
strand is four hundrd p)unds per nautical
mile. It is .male in lengtlhs of aibout one
auile, and wouadt on reelts ready to be cov*
ered with gutta-percha. The strnam is passed
through a vessel of Uihattertln's Compound,
and through a die corresponding to the siea
of tint frst coating of gutta.percha, which
is forced round the strand as it Imsses through
the die. Four successive coats are thus ap-
plied, and between each cating the wirere-
cuives a film of the comilpound, which iam-
proves the insulation and binds the coatls
together. The total weight of thle core is
800 pounds per nautical tmile, equally divided
between the copper anm the gutta-percha.
The total k.ngth bt the eatale for the section
between Brest and S". Pierre is 2,788 naut-
leal amiles the'seceond sedj h' thegpc to New
York 7(6 miles long, with smaller wire con-
sisting of a conductir of 107 pounds per
nautieal mile, and a covering 150 pounds
per mile. The cable thus prepared is fin-
ished with a serving of jute yarn and ten
wires of bomogeneous iron, each of which
is covered with manilla yarn steopod in tar.
