Fifty Mileslaved.--Mr. J. J. W. Patrick, has
just returned from a three week's trip toward
the Pen d'Oreille Lake, on a' mission df the
N. P. R. R. exploring party. On arriving
at I)eet Lodge, the party having followed
up the Missoula, 1Hell Gate and Deer Lodge
rivers. CLapt. Higgins tsuggested to Mr. Can-
field that one of the Fathers, many years
sinee. ha'l told him of a pass through the
,divide, between Frenchtown and the mouth
,of the river, saving nearly one-half the dis-
tance by the other road now traveled. Mr.
Patrick was dispatched to explore the Mute.
lie says that leaiving the river road five miles
below Frenehtown and striking due west
for the mouth of the river, he struck a nat-
ural pass through the divide, between the
Missoula and Clark's Fork, having no eleva-
tlon of over 800 feet, an excellently timber.
"ed and watered country, with grass in the
valleys finerthan any other on the entare
route, and cutting down the distance be-
:tween Frenchtown to 54 miles. By either
of the roads now traveled it is 100 miles.
