Prom Dickens' All the Year Round.
During the summer of the most disastrous

and doubtful year of the late American war,
the Colonel of a New llampshire regiment
lay for several weeks extremely ill of camp
fever, aeamrfampton Rads, Vrgilaa. Uear-
ingot his critical condition. his wife left her
Northern home, and, after much difficulty,
made her way to his bedside. Her cheerful
presence and careful nursing so far restored
him that he was ft in a short time to be
transferred to Washington,

In the Potomac river the steamer in which
the iuvalid oficer, Colonel Scott, and his
family had taken passage, was sunk, in a
collision with a larger vessel in the night
time. The crew and nearly all the soldiers
on board were rescued or saved themselves;
but amoid the horrible confusion of the sene.
Colonel Scott became separated from his
wife and she was lost. The Colonel was
picked up in the water by the crew of the
larger steamer, and under his direction every
effort was made to discover his vife, or
rather her body, for all hope of finding her
alive was soon abandoned. The sad search
was fruitless; it was resumed in the morn-
ing, the people along the shore, humane
Confederates, lending their aid. But the
gray, sullen river refused to give up its dead,
and the young, oflcer, half frantic with
grief, was compelled to go on to Washing-
Ion. Within a week, however, he received
word that the lady had been washed on
shore; that those good country people, gen-
erous foes, had secured it, cared for it, and
were keeping it for him.

It happened that just at that time impera-
tive orders were issued from the War De-
partment prohibiting all intercourse with
the peninsula - a necessary precaution
against the premature disclosure of import-
ant military plans. So it was with some
misgivings that Colonel Scott applied to Mr.
Secretary Stanton for leave to return to Vir-
ginia, on his melancholy duty.

" Impossible, Colonel," replied Mr. Stan-
ton; " no one can have leave to go down
the river, at this time, on any private mis.
lon whatever. Our present exigercies de-

mand the most stringent regulations, and I
hope I need not say to you that no merely
personal consideration should be allowed to
interfere with great national interests. Your
ease is a sad one, but this is a critical peril.

The Colonel would have entreated, but
the busy Secretary cut him short with an-
other " impossible," from which there was
absolutely no appeal. lie went forth from
the presence. and returned to his hotel quite
overwhelmed.

Fortunately he was that afternoon visited
by a friend, to whom he told the story of
his unsuccessful alplication and sad per-
plexity, and who Immediately exclaimed,
"Why not apply to the President?"

The Colonel had but little hope, but ac-
knowledging that tite plan was worth trying,
drove to the White House.

It was Saturday evena-
ing, and Mr. Lincoln had gone to spend Sun-
day at Sokilers' Rest, his hummer retreat.

About the close of the year 1864, a stran-

ger appeared in Richmond, of elegant ad-
dress and manners, speaking both English
and Latin, and whose dark and peculiar fea-
