its way to the Caoelinas and firgini, and
Sir Walter 'Raleigh took it to England in
lam.

The tuber of the native potate never en-
neds two luches in length, and is lnsipid td
the tease, but not bitter. It has been supi
posed to be naturally a sea shore plant, pe-
collar to hilly and rocky soils. The first
particl e cannot be true of all ceculent
native potatoes. The potato loves such a
cool, uniform, moist and long season as may
be found in some parts of the altitudes of
the tropics. But its wonderf ulconstitutional
vigor has enabled it to be transplanted in all
parts of the earth, until It is now considered
"the most important of all esculent roots,
and neat In value to cereals as en article of
human subsistence."
