The
symmetery of the features was perfect, and
calmer than sleep. The aose was chiseled
to the firmness of marble. The beard, the
moustache, the eyelids were Impressed to the
ehaetness of a hair.

little genius can be, on the other and, war-
ring with itself. Itawlins was a remarkable
esample of the first. If the symmetry of
his lIfe was that of his face. I don't wonder
that he won troops of friendsand kept them.
I would not have missed seeing this master-
piece of death for much. It was at firstn-
tended to take the cast of the face the night
before the burial, when the remains of the
Secretary lay in the W..r Department, but it
was feared that the features might be marred
Ibefere the arrival of Mrs. RawlIns. Two
days afterward, Mills and his friends had an
archway of flas erected in front of the
tomb. The coma was drawn out under it,
where the work of taking the cast was done
with ease.

Party Jainrssagws.,
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Party journalism is not dead, though its
supremacy has ceased, nor is party journal-
1mm without its use. It is useful in telling
Us. not only what its patrons wish us to
know, but also what they wish us to think.
If we want to get at the views of a party in
the shortest time and with the least trouble,
we refer to the acknowledged organ of thit
farty. It is not necessary that the arguments
shookl be Pound; all we want to know is.
what the arguments are.

At the saute time it most be admitted that
party journalism is interior journalism. It
may be smartli, brilliantly written, while
Independent journalism may be slip shod
and dull, but not the less is the oserale of
the inrst below that of the second. The dif-
ference is just that which there is between
the clever advocate and the sedate Judge.
The dhst puts the view of she case which
makes for his client. without regard to its

- accuracy; the second has to deal only with
fat. The frst has an opportunity for in-
dulging in thrilline eloquence, or brilliant
panulox; the second has todeal simply with
th, facts and with the law. The fits will
often draw forth a cheer from an excited
auditory; the second is listened to with re-
spectf l, perhaps sleepy, silence. Yet the
first hopes to rise to the position of the sec-
ond; the advocate always hopes to be a
judge, and I suppose thera Is no honest jour-malist who would not rather be free to speak
what he believes to be the truth, than be
capeulled.to plead the cause of aparty Inde-
pendent of truth.

There are several reasons why he should
do so. In the first place, he must feel that,
though there isa grist similarity between
the partyjournal and the paid counsel, their
positions are not quite the same. The posi-
uon of the second is thoroughly understood
and recognised, and no one blames him for
making out the beat case for his client. But
the party journal is supposed to have sonic
sort of conscience to recognise facts. The
journal may. therefore, deceive the public
when the lawyercould not; and so the ho..-
eat journalist does not like the equivocal
position which party journalism involves.
In the next place, Independent journalism
gives so much mure scope for writing. I

ftre contrasted a brillian party, with a dull
* lependent, journaL But there is no need
way the independent journal should be dulL
On the contrary, it is far aore likely to be
bralliant than the other. It is free to take up
such subjects as give an opportunity for
brilliance- it is free to let such as do not
alone. Ti. journalist who knows that he is
writing In opposition to truth, eancot but
feel hampered. The journaliat who seeks
the truth, cannot but feel Isped. Heas-
ty In journalam. as in everything ese, lathe
best pollej. Honest journal am produces as
cot andes eures an Spauene where party

journalism has none. It les, mad it pay
