The Ecumenical Council.

The siructures now erecling in 8t. Peter's
for the approaching religious council and
exhibition universale, are begining to pre-
sent an intelligeut shape. The stalls for the
hishops are finished, and rapid progress ls
being made with the tribunes, which some
suthborites declare to be intended for short-
band writers, and some assign to diplomat-
ists. The vestibule is cut off from the ca-
thedral by a high partition, now being fitted
with a great door, which will remain open,
when the council Is in public session, but
ordinarily will be closed. Even when the
door is upen the public will not ba-allowed
to advance farther than the threshold, The
fathers of the council will enter by another
door removed from obscrvation. As a pre-
cattion agninst Mazzisian ineendiaries, the
works are watched by #iremeu, and, during

-ghe sitting of the council, engines will bs

placed in diffcrent parts of the cathedral,
and the number of firemen doubled. The
council is not only distasteful to the Maz-

Jinians, but it Is warmly opposcd by many

of the Italinnepincopacy. Monsignor Char-
vas s resigred the archbishopric of Genoa
rather than consent 1o attend. The resigoa-
tion has been accepted by the Pope, and the
ex-prelate has retired to Buvoy, lo reside
with his family. The preparatory congre-
gation of the council have elaborated two
propositions, which the futhers of the coun-
cil will be required to approve and to pro-
mise all their efforts 1o carry them to & suc-
ces:ful issue, The first proposition rclates
to the Petor-peany, tbe ¢ Alection of which is
to be so organized as to produce annually a
sum sufiicient to pay the interest of three-
quarters of the pontificial debt, the fourth
quarter being undertaken by the lialian gov-
ernment.  The second proposition demands
the maintenance by the Catholic world of &
pontificial army of 7,000 men so long as the
Holy Bec sball reshaln in its present excep-
tionul slate—that is severed from the Ho-
magnas, the Umbrin, and the Marches, The
proposition declares that 1his force is neces-
sary for the maintenance of order in Rome
and the patrimony of 8t Peter, and that
the Holy See is without the means of sup-
poriing it until the Jost provinces are restor-
ed. The congregation of cardinals has
again debated the question of the admission
of representatives of the Catholic powers,
and now rccommends that they shall be al-
lowed to attend as *‘spectators.” The Pope
expresses his conviction that he has a mis-
sion to replace the principles of the revolu-
tion of 1708 by those of the S8yllabus, which
the council is to pronounce cancnisl law. He
will resist any oppositicn to the design, or
to the adoption of the dogmaof infallibility,
and Iately s Roman bishop was told by one
of his physicins that the rejection of these
propositions might have the most scrious,
even fatal, consequences 10 his  boliness,
The holy father believes himself that he will
Jive ten years longer, and the other day he
remarked to some member of the household

that, if the Catholic exhibition of next year

Transmission of Mental Discase.

Dr. Charles Kiam, an English physician,
has just published a book in which mediceal
problems are discussed. Of the transmission
of mental disorders, he says:

* There is no form of heritage more re-
markable than that of the tendency tosulcide
without any other marks of aberration of
intellect. Dr. Winslow relates the case of
s family where all the members exhibited,
when they arrived at a certain age, a desire
to commit self destruction; to accomplish
which the greatest integrity and industry
were manifested. Dr. Gall relates a very
striking instance of seven children of one
man who all enjoyed a competency and good
health, yet all possessed a rage for suicide,
and all yielded to it within thirty or forty
years, * Some hanged, some drowned them-
selves, and others blew out their Lrains.”
Many other examples of the same tendency
are brought forward by the same writer, 1
may add one casc to the above frommy own
experience. Bitting onc day with an ac-
quaintance, I noticed some depression in
his spirits, After a prolonged silence, he
broke out in the following dreary attempt
at conversation: ‘My grandfather hung
himself, my uncle took poison, y father
shot himself, I shall cut my throat." The
facts were correct; but constant surveil-
lance prevented the sequel in his own his-
tory."
