Co•mty aterars.-The County Commis-
sioners-Mess. Oramtilleftuartand Conrad
Kohrs-who have been continuously engag-
ed for the past ten days in adjusting the ac-
counts of the retiring Mcm andmrUeetiding
to County business, have completed a labo-
rious session and adjourned. The County
Debt is not all figured up yet, but will ap-
proximate to $7~.000. The Commislioers
have already paid the balance due on the
Court house and it Is now the unencumbered
plroperty of the County. The flues, which
rcst on. the upper joists and threaten to come
down, the joists under one being broken,
will he torn down. Flaes built from the
ground, to clear the roof sufficiently, are to
be constructed for $325; the brick is on the
ground and will be used at once. The dan-
gerous and complicated system of stovepipes
from which the building has already caught
fire two or three times, will be abolished.
The well, now dry as a powder-horn, is be-
ing sunk to water, and a means of extin-
guishment provided should a fire recur. We
visited the jail with the Commissioners, and
found it the best jail building we have seen
in Montana. There are no prisoners at
present. The walls, floor and roof are don-
1ble, each of 10-Inch timbers with ten Inches
of flagstone between the wood walls. The
cell doors and windows and hall door are
securely grated. Heat and ventillation is se-
cured by a heating furnace and flues in the
basement communicating through floor gra-
tings. The cells are three in number, 6x8
feet and 10 feet high. With an efficient jailor,
escape is impossible. Some improvements
have been ordered. When these have been
made the institution will be ready for the
reception andl retention of guests under the
considerate management of Mr. Bob Harris,
jailer.

Last bday, ibcti !o'ieo o&7 p. O hi
alarm of fire was given from the bells of
the Cathelherh Taod thei DiitlIe school
house, on Rodney street, when hundreds of
people rushed to the scene of ornfagratlon,
which proved to be the Helena Theatre, on
Wood street, in this city. The wind was
blowing a hurricame. The building being
composed of very combustible material,
made a terrible fire, and very Joon, in spite
of great exertions to prevent it, spread to
the adjoining buildings on the east and
south, which caught from the heat of the
flames, and were soon consumed. At the
old houses, belonging to Gen. Dorris, on
Bridge street, the'fire was arrested, where
it was stopped during the fire in May. Vi-
vion's old stone house stopped its spread
down Wood street, or at least retarded its
progress until some frame buildings were
torndown, on Bridge, in its rear, just be-
fore the fire was ready to take hold of them.
This, and the fact that the wind blew In a
favorable direction, saved the city from
total destruction. * * * *

There was burnt on each aide of Wood
street, in the neighborhood of the Theatre,
eight or nine houses. No families were by
this disaster, left houseless. The loss falls
most heavily on Mr. Boulon and the Theat-
rical corps, just from San Francisco, who
had commenced a very successful and bril-
lant engagement. The members of this
company lost everything, including cloth-
ing and wardrobe, worth $2,000. The
musical instruments of the fine band which
played at this theatre were entirely con-
sumed.

LOSSES, DAMAGES, ETC.

The Theatre building was owned by Bou-
leon & Tessier. The building cost about $6,
000; and besides this the scenery, wardrobe,
etc., of the whole company. Paul Boulon
lost all his instruments, music, and clothes,
and.was terribly burned in trying to save
his music and his violin--mking total loss
about $9,000. Above the theatre David
Bently lost a house; and a corral was burn-
ed, worth prolbably $2,000. Lou Cassell,
the owner of the Bun Ton, had two buil-
dings burned; loss [$3,000. Kate Smith
lost her house; loss about $1,000. Mrs.
Zipp had two houses burned; loss $2,000.
Kate Buchanan's house wan torn down to
stop the fire; loss $2,000. Mrs. Kelly lost
a considerable by damage. The Kan-Kan,
the Kiyus, the Senate, and indeed every
building on Wood street, below and oppo-
site Boulder block, moved their effects.
Bob Lemon moved everything into his fire-
proof, and suffered to the amount of $400.
Henry Hlitciings, whose building may now
be denominated the "Salamander," lost
$300. Mike Renig's loss from moving was
very heavy; estimated at $1,000.

The total loss by this fire could not have
been less than $20.000, on none of which
was there any insurance.

The origin of the fire is unknown. The
members of the troupe claim that they had
no fire in the dressing room, where it first
burst out. They charge that it was the
work of an incendiary, which, as it occur-
red in broad daylight, is hard to believe.-
Qasette, Nov. 9th.
