runaing a line from tbe Lake of the Woods,
in the British Possessions, dus sounih to
Qalveston city, In Tezws, snd it willbe found
that the city of Leavenworth is exactly un-
der the intersection of thess two lines. Take
# pair of compasses, place one of the dividers
on the clty of Leavenworth and the other

republic demands the removal of theseat of
government 0 some point more central
than Washington, and midway between the
two great national boundaries of the conti-
nont, the Atlantle and Pacific oceans, and
the sgitation of this !mportant smbject Is
already bocome deep and widespread.

The Westand the Southwest are s unit
mnlhlulhjocl. and the national appor-

The Government
owns, on the northern edge of the city, six
thotsand five hundred acres of land, known
as the ** Government Reserve” Fort Leav-
enworth, the largest inland supply fort on
the continent, stands In the midst of this
beautiful tract. Hete there is none of that

« Jevel monotony of plain that the éastern
peoplo usually associate with the ** bound-
loss west ;" the ground in rolling and undn.
lating, with gently sloping hills and roman-
tic vales, and eminences that are command.
ing, sud yet easy of access. This Reserve
has been pronounced by travelers to be one

- of the loveliest spots i the whole country.

In the event of the Capital being located
here, this immense tract would becoms of
great valoe.  For example, suppose fifteen
bundred acres would be reserved for the
public bulldings, which would be more
than ample, the balance, five thousand acres,

- ¢ould be laid out in Jots and sold, sayat the
meoderaie valuation of one thousand dollars
each. It has been ostimated that this wonld
pet the government the enormous sum of
seventy-five millions of dollars, which
