Barring Second Marriages.

It has been not uncommon for husbands
deceasing to devise property to theirwidows
on condition of their not marrring again.
Whatever may be thought of this morally,
sentimentally, ur otherwise, it scems to stana
justified in the eye of the law—an optic
which is supposed to view all thinge calmly,
compreliensively and leveficently. A case
in point was recenitly decided in Cincinnati,
! by the Supreme Courtof Obio. The widow
had taken the whole of the property of her
husband under « will which gave hera life
estate provided she remained his wid-
ow, Martving afterward, she sued for
dower, which she had in due form of Inw,
surrendered at probate, elecling to 1ake by
will. The first question was as to the effect
of the widow’s election; and since there was
nothing eald sbout election in the will, it
was held that the devise, being of all the
renl estate, was not intended to be in lien of
dower, and therefore “the widow's act of

| election operates 10 bar her estate at Jaw.”

The next question was whether 1he con-
dition of the aevise was valid, or whether It
was agalnst public policy as restralning mar-
risnge. Upon this all the big wigs were
quoted 1o the dissdvantage of the widow.,
** The lext writers, judges and chancellors
who have referred to the question, state the
doctrine to have Leen Worrowed from the
civil law introduced by the eclesiastics, and
adopted subscquently by the civid courts,”
And, **it is now definitely settled that the
husband iz nol restrained from limiting the
enjuyment of a devise made to Lis wife, 1o
the period of her widowhoud.” ** The rea-
son of the rule, recognized as it is by such a
scries of declsions, is founded upon the
soundest principles of justice and morality.”
The husband *'may well be supposed o be
anxious for her happiness; and, by placing
a second marriage us a bar to his wife's sub-
squent enjoyment of the estate devised,
prevent an ill sorted or unlappy union.”
The Court mentions also the husband’s con-
aideration for his children and his right to
guard them froma steplather * whose only
mative in marriage may have been to obiain
control of the testaly’s property.”  And
“more than all the property, which was the
result of his toil, he may without uny reflce.
tion upan lier conjugal duties, be unwilling
shauld be appropriated to the children of a
sceond marriage.”

These considerations satisficd the Court

that the testator had the right to impose the
coudition, The law ia Ohio, hewover, se-
eurcs i Wilow in lier personal ** year's inain-
tenance” from the husband’s estate ; bt in
this case the pleadings  were not framed so
ae to uck for that, which she might have
elaimed n spite of any devise by will orany
wlienation during his Jife.

Wihien Mr. Post handed
him the leiter, and he liad read it, the de-
light of the hod'man knew ne bounds,
He threw his hod full of brick away, and
embmeed Mr. [Loos, ealling him his denrest
friend. The letter contsined a draft for

7.500 on the First National Bank of Chj-
cago, and he insisted on paying Mr. Post
$300 for being the bearer of such joyful
tidings as the document contained, which,
of course, Mr., Post refused.

This moraing Herr Von Vechter, arrayed
in o eunit of fashionable clothing, and hay-
ing passed throngh the hands of the barber,
ealled at our office in company with Captain
Henry Emvcrich. aiv'afladhe of the Free Press
establishment. No one counld recognize, in
the noble losking pe=reonage before us the
ex-hod carriggg bis maaly and commanding
appearance atiracted general attention and
remark, and the case and dignity of bis
manners wus truly remarkable. He clearly
and succinctly stated o us the eventful
chaln of incidents In bis carecr, which
eventuated in his carrying a hod at Gales-
burg.

They met—nistols at ten paces—and the Col-
onel fell! With great difficulty Vechier
eluded the authorities, and at length ¢scaped
to England, There he remained but a short
time, and finding no suitable employment,
bhe cmbarked for the United States, and
upon his arrival proceeded to Chicago.  He
arrived. in that city on theday the intelli-
genca of the fall of Fort Bompter fiashed
through the country, and his means being
nearly exbausted, he enlisted in the Nirth
Ilineie, then Leing organized. The man
who had worn the epaulets of an Austrian
officer, for mmore than  three years, carried 8
musket ln the ranks of that battulion, and
was severely wounded st the sanguinary
batile of Pittsburg Landing. When he was

‘mustered out he obtained employment of

varjous kinds, and endured many vicissi-
tudes incident to the ot of n luboring man,
He fearod to write to his relatives, as the
. government might learn  his
wherealiouts and cause his apprebension
under the extradition treaty, and so ke suf-
fered and to'led in silence, and finally he
found kimself In Galesburg, carrying & hod
on the new hotel.

The Largest Church in the United
States,

This is. or will he, Bt Patrick's Cathedral
sl New York. The corner stone of this
cdiice was laid in Augnst, 1858, but the
work lhas proceeded slowly since then. and
the walls have only risen to the height of
sbout fifty feet of the bullding asitis to be,
the New York Sun says:

When completed, this building will be the
largest and mozt magnificent temple of wor-
ship upon the American continent, and will
compure in eize 88 woll as architectural
beauty with the cathedrals of Europe. It
is being built of white marble, within and
without, with s filling of solid brick
sonry between the outer and inner walls.
The marble is Lrought from the yuarries of
Westchester eounty. The style of the archi-
tecture is the highly ornamented medimval
Gothic, not the usual Romanesque or By-
zantiue of our Catholic churches. The
space cover«d by the whole building, inciud-
ing the walls and buttresses, is 46,500 squnre
feet. The space within the wall comprises
an area of 36,500 square feet, and will afford
ample room for 14,000 persons, and when
necessary it could accommodate 19,000.
From thesec figurcs some lden may be formed
of the immense cxtent of the edifice, as
compared with other chorches in New York,
the largest of which will not contain more
than 3,000 persons. Its extent in Jength
will be 830 fret from butiress to buttress;
inside the walls 301 feet. The breadih at
the transept is to be 172 feet, 120 above and
below. the point of interscction of trunsept
and-mave, The height from the floor to the
crown of the arched ceiling will be one
hundred and ten feet, while the ceilings of
the side alsles are fifty-four feet from the
church floor. Along the aisles will be n row
of chapels, fourteen in number, the height
of each seventeen feet. There are to be
cight sacristies and two baptisteries ut the
east end of tho church, . The high altar is to
stand forty-cighs feot east of the line of in-
tersection of naveand transepl. Back of
this is 1o be a chapel dedicated to the Blessed
Virgin, ‘orty-cight feet In length. Upon
entering the Luilding-the bemuty of the
arched and siar-grained ceiling with it
folinged bosses nnd wronght ribs;, will strike
the beholder as in perfect keeping with the
tesacllated floor, which is to be formed of
variegated marbles and stones arranged in
vich Gothic patterns. ' A uniformity of de-
siga throughout the structure is to be ob-
served,  The interior will presout the same
Gothic finish in the minutest detail which |
will be noticed apon the exterior. In oneof
the towers over the portals en' Pifth ave
nae the great bell is 1o be hung, and 1n the
other the chimes. . There will be no hass-
mert, but widely exteading vanlits from
wiilch the edifice will be heated by steam
pipeh.  The stricture is bélng erected upon,
