His principal work
during the past six months has been the
collection of ianformation regarding mew
enterprises, and the conditlon and prospects
of the industry In the different districls,
and statistics of production. ‘The principal
mining and commercinl centres of Colorado,
Utsh, Nevada, California, Orogon and Ids-
ho have been visited, and operu.l.ions thereln
carefully noted,
The Combrssloner reports lhauhc pro-
duct in California for the year will certain-
Iy fall below that of last year, on account
of the extraordinary drought which putan
end to the placer and hydraulie mining of
the northern rounties very early in the ses..
son, Another temporary cause of decreaved
production wad the stoppage of several im-
portant mines in the fofemost quariz ml-
ning districts of the Stae—Grass Valley—
an aconunt of the miners' strike. . In Neve-
dathe yield of the Comstock mines his
boen lnrgely reduced this year by the ex-
haustion of wvarious old workings upon
which some of the companies 'have been |
' relying, but especially by the dissstoons fire
intheCrown Point, Kentuck sad' Yellow
Jucket, which bas interfered with the pro-
duction of those important mines. The
prospec's of this district for the future; |
however, are considersbly brighter tham
they were & ycar #g0.
