The undersigned, Citirens of the Westera
and Northern portlons of Montana Territo-
ry, beg leave to call your aticntion to the
following facts, conclusively shown by
Mape, Nos. 1 and 2, and official sintcments
herewith transmitted: That all the sottled
portions of Moniana -« Territory can be
reachied by direct, and pood pataral routes,
with an aggregate distance of 1831 miles:
That thie proposals for lctting March 14th,
1870, make an aggregate distance of 3358
miles—showing nn unnecessary excesq of
1421 miles: That this excess of distance
arisos from the indirect and torluous routes
over which the mails aro conveyed; and
from lie many duplicate routes running
over the snme road, ps shown by map No, .1:
