Pocket Mining.

In one little corner of California fs fommd
& specics of mining which Is seldom or nev-
er mentioned in print. It is called *‘pocket
mining” and I s not aware that any of it
is done outside of that little corner. The
gold is not cvidently distributed through
the surface dirt, as in ordinary placer mines,
but is collected in little spote, and they sre
very wide apart and esceedingly bard to
find, but when you do find one you reap s
rich and sodden barvest. Thers are not
now more than 20 pocket miners in that en-
tire little region, I think I know every one
of them personally. | have koown one of
them to bunt patiently about the hill-sides
every day for cight months without inding
gold enough to muke 8 snuff-box—his gro-
cery bill runaing up relentlessly all the time
und then I have known him find a pocket
and take out of it & thoussnd dollars in two
dips of hisshovel, I have scen him take
out §3000 in two hours, and go snd pay up
every cent of hin indebledness, then enter
on s dazziing spree that Anished the last of
his treasufe before the night wasgone. And
the pext day he bought his groceries on
credit ae wsual, and shouldered e pan and
shovel and went off to jhe bills bunting
pocketanguin Lappy and content, This is
perhaps the most facinsting of all the dif-
fcrent kinds of mining, and fuenishes s
very lmndsowne percentage of victims to the
lunatic asylem. Honest toiland moderste
gains in shops and on farms have their vir-
tues and thelr advaniages. When a man
eonsents 1o seck for sudden riches he does
itut his peril. [No charge.})

Pucket hunting is sn ingentous process,
You take » spadeful of earth from a hill-
sideand put it in a large tin pan and dis-
solve and wash It graduslly away till noth-
Ing isdeft but a teaspoonful of fine sedi-
ment.  Whatever gold was in that earth has
remsined, because, being the beaviest, it
has sought the bottom. Among the sedi-
ment you will find half a dozen shining
particles no larger then pin heads. You
wre delighted. You move off toone side
and wash snother pan, I you find gold
again, you move to one side further, and
wash a third pan. If you find mo gold this
time, you are delighted again, because you
know you are on Lhe right scent. You lay
wn imaginary plen, shaped like s fan, with
its handle up the hill—for just where the
end of the handle is, you argue the rich de-
posit lics hidden, whose vagrant greine of
gold have eseaped and been washed down
the Lill, spreading farther wnd fariher
apart as they wandercd. And s0 you pro-
oted up the hill, washing the earth and nar-
rowing your lines every time the absence of
gold in the pan shows that you sre omtside
e spread of the fan; and st last, twenty
yards up the hill your lines bave converged
10 a point—a single foot from that point you
cannot find any gold. Your breath be-
eomes short and quick, you are feverish
whh excitement; the dinner-bell may ring
its clapper off, you pay no atiention ; friends
msy die, woddings transpire, houses burn
down, they are nothing te you; you sweal
and dig aud delve with @ frantic interest—
and all at once you strike upon I Up
cinnes & spade full of earth and guarts that
1a alllovely with solid lomps and leaves and
eprays of gold. BSomctimes that one spade-
ful inall-$5600. Bomctimes the nest don.
tains §10,000, and it takes you three or four
daystoget it all out. The potket-miners
tell of one mest that yicided 00,000 and two
men exhausted it in two weeks, and then
sold the ground for $10,000 to s party who
never got $800 out of it afterward,

The hogs are good pocket hunters, all
the summer they rout around the bushes,
and turn up a thousand litle pils of dirt,
and then the miners long for ibe rains; for
the rains beat upon these little piles and
wash them down and expose the gold, pos-
eibly right over & pocket. Two pockets
were found in this way by the same man in
one day. One had §5,000 in it and the oth-
er §$5,000. That man could afpreciate it,
fur lie badn’t had s cent for » year.
