'ower for Stampy JtWa.
We frequently hear extravagant claims

put forth by the manfacturera or owners of
stamp mills, as to the amount of work per-
formed by the employment of a given horse
power. Amill of so many stamps is said to
run at such a speed, on so many horse-pow-
er. We desire to offer a simple suggestion
by which these assertions may. be tested.

The power applied to a stamns mill is ex
pended in lifting the stamps and in moving
the intermediate machinery. The amount
of power required to lift a stamp is exactly
the same us that which the fall of the stampn
generates. It follows that in no care can a
stamp mill be run with kess power than the
stamps themselves yield in dropping, The
only saving of power possible is that which
can be effected by reducing friction and
weight of gearing.

For instance, a battery of ten stamps is
run at ninety drops per minute, the stamps
weighing six hundred pounds each, and
dropping eight inches or two-third ofta
foot. The force required to lift sixrhuindr•E
pounds eight inches, is four hundred foot-
poundt ,;ad this being done ninety times 1r
min., gives thirty-six thousand fobttpounds
per minute for each stamp, or three hundred
and sixty thousand foot pounds'per miadte
for the battery. Now, t•lrty-throe thousand
foot-paounds perainute as one issts&,bwer;
hence a battery of ten six hundred pound
stamps, dropping ei;ht inches, cannot po-
siblly be run at ninety to the miante WWth
less than 10 9 horse power, aside from the
power lost in the miehinery itself.

Alvice as to Hor.s .
In teaching a young horse to drive well

do not hurry to see how fast he can trot.
Keep each pace clear and distinct from the

other, that ist wsaling male him walk
And do not allow him to trot. While trot.
tnlg be tqually'carefnl that he keeps steady
at his'pace, and do not allow him'to slack
into i' walk. The reins while driving
should be kept snug, and when pushed to
the top of his speed keep him well in hand,
that he may'learnwell to bear upon the bit,
so that when going at a high rate of speed
he can be held at his pace; but do not allow
him to pull to hard, for it not only uhpleas-
ant, but makes him often difficult to man-
ago.

To prevent halter-tbreaking procure a
small, hard, strong cord,4rom eight to ten
feet long; put the harness on the horse,
buckle the girth tight, matke a slipping
noose on one end of the cord and put it
around the horso's tall, close to the body;
alto theotber end through the territ and bit
ring;' an4d biteh the horse to a post, ano
leave him to himself. Two or three lessons
will cas•any horse.

.When a horse stands long in a stable his
legs are apt to swell. No horse which is
not disabhled by sickness or lameness should
be allowed to stand long in a stable. Inac*
tion produces a dropsical condition of the
dependent parts of the body, and the obvi-
ous remedy is to exercise the horse every
day.

To prevent over reaching. pare the heel
of the forward fSot low. This causes the

sorse as he moves forward to raise the fot.
,ward foot quicke-and allows the hind foot
to remain longer, so that before the hind
foot conies forward the forefoot is quite out
of the way. Also, make the forward shoe
long. If my reason is not plain let any one
try the experiment and they will be satisfied.
