What ever else he may be, he
has one of the greatest administrative minds
in the Uuited States, and it does not look
fair to rob those people of all their improve-
ments, to deny them the right of pre-emp-
tion, to break up their organic customs un-
der which the Territory has certainly flour-
ished in a remurkable degree, and to expa-
triate them beeause we cannot immediately
stop polygamy.

Transit of FVenus,

Groat Boeal in the Bcientific World— Grent
. Lireblems and Their Bolutions,

The next transit of Venus will oecoron
the 8th of Deccember, 1874 It will bea
grand event in science, and already the sci-
entific world is on the move in reference to
it. These transits are rare and important,
occurring about eight years apert in June
and December, and not again for gencra-
tions. Kepler in 1604 aanounced that it
would happen in 1761; but Young Hor-
rocks, of Liverpool, better informod, fized
the eventon the fourth of December, 1639,
and he was right. It was them calculated
thal one must have taken placeon the 6th
of December, 1631, snother in June, 1726,
and that the next would not occur till the
5th of June, 1761. But of oll tha transits,
past aud to come, the climax would be that
of the 8d of June, 1768, when Venus passed
across the disc of the sun very ncar tho cen-
ter. The next one, but not visible in this
conntry, will take place five years hence, on
the Bth of December, 1874, Another will
occur on the 6th of December, 1883, but
not again till nearly five quarters of a cen-
tury later on the Tth of June, 2004; to be
followed eight years after, on he Gthof
June, 2012; to be repeated in December,
2117, and 80 on. In Furgdson’s Astronomy,
written about the middle of last century,
the earth’s distance from the sun is given ae
82,000,000 miles. The transit of 1763 gave
n resalt of 93,000,000 miles, The same re-
sult was obtained by the transit of 1769,
We are now dependent alone upon the tran-
sit of Venus. The base line systcm has
been applied to Mars, and cven the velocity
of light has been made to bear on the prob-
Jem. The result of modern investigation
shows an error of 4,000,000 miles.

Distant stations have already been chosen;
the most accurate insiruments sare being
constructed ; arrangements for the outfit of
cxpeditions have becn commenced; itis
nearly time for those destined for the Ant-
arctic regions to commence their long jour-
ney. The Eonglish asironomers have se-

It is sald of 'Squire Shelton that during
the thirty-five years hie wa: Magistrate ot
Aberden, he perforined the marrugo eere-
mony for four thousand couples. His famao
an the tier of the knot matrimonial exiend-
ed far and wide, and® the many runaway
matches that found his house n stapping-
place gave to Aberdeen the name “Gretna
Green of America” liec was mever very
particular about whetheror notall the forms
of law had been complied with by lovieg
hearts, sceming to have adopted, as his rula
of action, the single one, “Love knows no
fiw.” He had performad tho ceromaay for
0 many who were notmarrid In sirict accor-
dance with the law, that the Logisiature ol
Kentucky, a year or two age, found it nec-
essary (o jmss n special act legalizing all his
marriages. In cases where timo was a great
object, in consequence ot the close pursuit
of “‘enraged parents,” he Ihs been known
to get out of his bed in the middle of the
night, and, 1o save time, actually perform
the ccremony with no other clothing on hia
persop than his shirt. Again, he hes per-
formed the ceremony from his window, at
night, while parties lo the marriage con-
tract were standing in the street, in front of
his bouse. But, no maller what was the
occasion for hurry, 'Bquire Bhelton invari-
ably maden bargain Dbefore tho job was
commenced —his fees ranging from one dol-
lar up to one bundred, according to hisown
notion Ly observation of appearances of
what the groom was able to pay.

A New ProsecTine.—A novelty in tho
shape of o projcetilc was tried at Fortress
Monroe recently, which promises a rango
of ten miles. Itisa cannon shot contain-
ing another shot. During the fight a!n;t
number one lets fly shot number two, which
keepe on as }f discharged from s cannon.
The cxperiment was pronounced successful.
The inner cavity or bore was three and a-
half inches, and exlended someeight inches.
Tu(this cavity was placed & half pound of
powder; some tow was then inserted, and
then a twelve and a-half pound shot. The
nozzlo is stopped up by a brass plug in twe
pieces. The double shot is then placed in a
cannon and discharged. The fusesare from
five to ten seconda. Al the end of that time
the fuse ignites the powder and discharges
the twelve pound shot. The cxplosion does
not barst the shol but drives out the plug,
nsthere is no v i between the shot and
the nozzle, The principleon which the im-
provement Is made is regarded as a good
one, Our fiftecn-inch guns throw a solld
shot at Jeast fivoe miles ;" load onc of these
guns with a double sholied projectile, with
a fuse arranged to discharge the small ehot
when the canion ball has reached its highest
clevation, A fifteen inch shot would take
a twenty or twenty: four pound shot without
danger of bursting, and it i3 cluimed that it
would go further from this clevation than
it would from the rround. The large shot
would, of course, ba fired ut an objeet,
whik the smnll one would be scnt on to di
what execution it counld, and in fiving at s
line of troops would o vory effcctive,  The
small shot 18 made with a ¢abot for a riile in
the large shot, and is large enovgh to iill up
the between the powder and the plug,
which is screwed in, but only just enough te
keep it from belng shaken out.

Is THE GUILLOTINE INsTANTLY FATAL.
