In my last letter I apprised you of the ex-

citement then existing here, consequent up-
on the reported discovery of a rich gold
feld In the neighborhood of the San Diego
river, and at the sane time I more than
hinted that said excitement was without ad-
equate occasion and had no solid basis. Af-
tar events proved my suspicions to be well
founded. Men who had rushed precpitat
tely to the so-called El Dorado, big with
hope and noisy in their rich anticipations,
were to be found a week later in their usual
haunts, silent in their disappointment and
taking a very gloomy view of the situation.
at any rate, they were confinmed skeptics as
to the mineral weath of San Diego county.

It had long been known that the color
could be got in several of the surrounding
districts; but It was not believed to exist in
sufficient quantity to repay the labor of col-
lecting it. This impresson was therefore
confirmed. Subsequent developements,
however, have shown It to beerroneous. "It
is an Ill wind that blows nobody good."
Bogus as was this excitement, it lead to at
least two discoveries that will contribute
greatly to the growth and prosperity of our
city. By this means was revealed the ex-
istence of several arable and fertile valleys,
hitherto almost unknown.

the miners were agreeably surprised to
find plenty of good water and rich feed at
the scene of theiroperatlons. And in a city
where the eye searches In vain for verdure,
and where potable water Is retailed at four
cents a bucket, you may be sure that such
tidings were not unwelcome. The.result of
this discovery is that land is being rapidly
taken up in these sections. Agaln, the ex-
perience of disappointment in one direction
did not put an end to prospecting. Al-
though no large deposits had been found,
Indications of the presence of the precious
metal were not wanting, 'and abundant en-
couragement was offered to further search.
At last perseverance met its reward in ahe
discovery of quartz ore as rich as any ever
found in CalRornia. Old and experienced
miners tell me it is the richest they have
ever seen. When the news was brought
into the city, it did not cause any great ex-
citement. "A burnt child dreads the Are."
People shook their heads dubiously and de-
manded to see a large sample of the roc.
This wish has been gratified, and several
large blocks, weighing altogether about five
hundred pounds, have been on exhibition
during the last ten days.

Tie exodus which immediately commen-
menced, and which is still in progress, is
the best evidence of the effect it produced.
Everybody has gone to the mines who esa
possibly get away.

Mnchausen-like accounts of the richness
and extent of the diggings are not to be i.-
plicitly trusted. A letterof this kind, which
appears in one of your cotemporarles, is the
object of much ridicule and denunciation.
It is a tissue of lies and gross exaggerations
from beginning to end. If reckless sadun-
principled men would only reflect upon the
hardship and misery their misrepereseta-
tious are caleutased to produce, they would
certainly be more cautious in their state-
ments. They are very shortsighted who
think that San Diego or any other city can
be benefitted in that way. When we have
said that the specimens are surprisngly
rich, we have said all that the latest
inatformation can justity. Whether they be
the contents of a pocket, as some suggest,
or pieces of a continuous ledge, has not yet
been determined. It Is true there are about
eight hundred men on the gposd. It would
,not be advlsable for any one to oap down
here who has not sdcdlent maesa to take
him sway if his expectations are not real
1ued. Men of eapital will be received with
open arm, for they are needed to enlarge
the sphere of labor.

Real estate has been more lively during
the pat fortnight than it has been for some,
time. Lots have risea rapidly In value.
quite a number of stores and houses are in
progress of erection.

We present herewith a synopsis of Mr.

Hubbard's argument in reply to President
Orton, of the Western Union Telegrip
Company before the Senate Committee oe
Postofiles. Mr' Hubbard maintalned that
the telegraph was now principally used by
bankers, brokers, speculators and the Pres.
He wished to bring i within the reach of
the many. He compored the. govement
system of Eaurepe with the corporatesystem
of America, and asserted that the I•iest-
meint for 800,000 miles of wire na Europe
is $41,000,000 in gold, or $d8,00o0,00 t cur-,
rency, at the present rates, while the West-
ern Union Telegraph Company have 104,-
000 miles of wire, with an investment of
nearly $48,000,000. Four miles of wire un-
der the Government system would cost no
more than one under the corporate .ystem.
In nineteen countries in Europe 25,000,000
messages are eant for $18,000,0 in eurren-
cy, while the Wetern Union Telegraph
Company tranumits 8,000,000 meaages for
$,700,000. The average rates under the
Governmental system are forty-five cent;
under the corporate system eventy-e.en
cents. By the Postal Telegraph Company
scheme he believed that the average redue-
tio n rates would be about fifty per cent.
He stated that the experience of Europe
shows that while the rates are reduced fifty
per cent. there the business increased one
hundred per cent, with an increase of ex-
penses from twenty to thirty per cnt. In
Switserland the rate o n t. let of January,.
1866, were reduced froa, one franc to half a
franc. The business as a consequence
doubled, and the net receipts were reSned
only three thousand franlast year. When
the rates are lowthe pap for the ncrease
length of messages neasly pays for the in-
creased rate.

building its roadbed and track piecemeal,
and mortgaging each completed section to
pay for the next. In this way, the first seo-
tion, had been provided for, extending about
two hundred miles, from the dalles of
the St. Louis. near Superior, through Crow
Wing to Red river.

But the St. Paul Pres of a recent date
says that the company has had remarkable
success in negotiating the bonds of the
road, and that the Directors, now assembled
in New York, have concluded a contract
with prominent German banking houses for
