Fatal Aeeldet.-Mr Degenhart arrived
in town this morning bringing the sad in-
telligence of an accident at Philipsburgh
yesterday by which Montgomery Fullerton
lost his life. Ile was working in the Apache
mine, descended the shaft in the morn-
ing, and becoming aware of the presence of
foul air, started up. Coming up some dis
tance he concluded to descend again, and
again ascended to within 40 feet of the
shaft mouth. The man on the top
then called out to him; Fullerton looked
up, gasped but was unable to speak, let go
his hold on the ladder and fell backward
down the shaft. Ielp was summoned but
descent found impossible, the foul air ex-
tinguishing a candle six feet from the
mouth. The air pump was at once set In
operation, and not until after two hours
incessant labor could a descent be made.
Mr. Fullerton was found quite dead, his
back being broken, and his right arm bro-
ken square off. It is thought he was killed
on the timbers before striking the bottom.
Mr. Fullerton was universally esteemed as
one of the best men of the country, and a
,profound sorrow pervades every communl.
ty where he was known. He was a native
of Pennsylvania, about 82 years old, has
been on the Pacific coast a number of years
and came to Montana in 186. lie has been
Worshipful Master of Flint Creek Lodge,
A. F. & A. M. during the currentyear. He
will be buried to-morrow with Masonic
honors. We believe raery resident of Phil
ipsburgh In Deer Lodge has gone to attend
the funeral, and pay the last sad tribute to
one who was respected and lovwi by all.
