The rail-
road, affording epecdy and frequent ship-
ments, will enable country-houszs—hereto-
fore recciving stock suflicient fur s few
weeks, and thereafier running om broken
asgortments or purchasing within the Terri-
tory—1o duplicate and complete assortments
by rall. Freights from Corinne will diverge
in the Beaverhead Valley to the seversl
connties, and instead of the previous trale
system with Helena for its one, only centre,
the several communities will tend to estab-
lish distinct commercial systens, from the
bestund most aceessible towns within them,
Hlclons, with its heavy mercantile housces
sud competiters, still remnaina the metropo-
