Specific gravity is defined to be *'the pro-
portion of the weight, hod_r to that of
an equal volume of some uther substance,
adopted as a standard of refercnce.”

Aeriform bodies, such as gases, eic., are
referred to the air asa standard; bat we pro-
pose now to speak only of sollds,

For solids and liquids thestandard 13 pure
water, at a temperature of 80 degrees fabiren-
heit, the barometer being 4¢ 89 inches. In
other words, water {s made the unit of
measurement of welght, and when we Jsay
“the specific gravity of goll 'ia 19.5," we
mean that a given qnanhty of guvid iu 19}
times as henvy as the samo bulk of waler,
When we say “the specific gravity of cork
is 0.24," we mean that it Is 24-100 or less
than } the welght of water.

The heaviest known bodics are usually
metnls, of which about 50 have been dis-
covered. The specific gratities of those best
known are as follows: Platinup 22.1, gold
19.5, mercury 14, lead 11.4, sflver 10.5, Uls-
mtith 9.8, copper 8.9, nickel 83, iron 7.8, tin
7.8, zine 79, antimony' 6.7, aluminum 2.6,
or just one-third the weight of iron, Irl-
dium, & very rare metal, with a speelfic
gnvlty of '23, Is the hcaviést substance
known, 'l‘ungsteu, an exceedingly hard
lron-gray mctal, somelimes used in the
manufacture of steel, has the high specific
gravity of 17.6. There are Lhree metals
whose specific gravity is less than that of
water. They are sodium 0,97, potassium
0.86 and lithium 0.590. But these as well as
most of the other metals not named, are ex-
ceedingly rare and seldom seen uutside the
laboratory of the chemist.

Of gems and precious stones, the specifie
gravity of the raby and garet is 4.3, of the
sapphire 4, diamond and topaz 3.6, coral 3.5
amethyst and Iurquoise 2.8, emerald, peari
and Lloodstone 2,7, and of the opal 2.1,

It is beld ns a generul rule that the specific
gravity of any wood cun be taken as a very
sure eriterion of its hardness, but not so
eertainly of its strength. The woods of the
soft firs, poplar, willow, and many others, do
not exceed, and many of them donot equal,
half the weight of water: those of the ush,
hickory, locust, plum, apple, mahogany,
oaks, ele., nppmarh more or less near )
three-fourths the weight of water; while
the Italian and African oaks, boxwood,
ironwood, lignumvile, the manzanita of
Cal:fnrnia the mountain mahogany of the
Great Bu.uln and the fronbark of New South
Wales, have a specific gravity almost invari-
ably above 1, and so sink in water, Of
these, the ironbark having n specific gravity
of 1.43, and a strength of 14 times that of
En lish oak, 18 belleved to be the heaviest

solidest wood known. The cortica of
anil is the lightest true wood known,
having a specific gravity of only 0.21, orless
than cork,

Of eother well known subslances, the
specific gravity of marble, limestone and
granite is from 2.6 to 2.8, brick 2, chalk 2.8,
common salt 2.1, sul_;)hur 2, quartz 25¢t0
2.8, clay 1.9, alom 1.7, amber 1.1, bitumin-
ous coal 1.4, anthracite 1.8,

We have thus given the meaning of the
term, and the Specific Gravity of the most
valuable and useful solids. There being con-
siderable difference among writers as to the
exact gravily of some bodies, the highest
authority has been cited and the figures will
approximiate closely to exactness.
