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The Chinese Question.
RUMNER TERUE.

In our last article upon thisqaestion; we
sought to demonstrate that under the law
as it now exists, the Territory has full con-
trol over the subjectofalienageasadisquali-
Acation for holding real estate. * We then
promised in a fature article to point out a
practical plan by which this power of the
Territory can be exercised to the benefit of
the people.

To brefly outline such a plan is the pur-
pose of this article, promising that the plan
bereln submitted is merely an outline, and
only designed to call forth suggestions of a

" better one.
It will be obvious at a glance, that the

greatest evil attending any attempt by the
Territory to enforce the Common Law rule
upon the subject of alienage, will be the
danger of Congressional interference by
annulling the law. If a law should be
passed which would, in effect, confiscate
without compcnpation the property which
the Chinese have heretofore acquired in good
faith, and in the absence of any prohibitory
legislation, slach law would doubtless be
annulled, a0d we think properly. However
mauch we may deplore the foothold which
they have already acquired in the Territory.
still the fact reasunas that they cajue antong
us without b ng warned by any competent
authority, and have, under these circpm-
stances, acquired a large amount of landed
property, in every instance, so far as we are
informed, 4hy purchase. To attempt to di-
vest them of this property, simply becanse

Awe have the legal power to do so, would be
4an act of deliberate outrage, and would
certainly and properly entail upon ourselves
the humillation of defeat

The amount of mining ground and other
real estate which has already -passed into
the Lands of the Chinese, although large, is
still inconsiderable as compared with the
total amount of occupied land in the Terri-
tory. The heavy financial agents of the
five companies have only this year made
their appearance amongst us, armed with
sufficient funds to buy up a whole mining
camp at a single purchase. The evils which
we have cause to dread, lie mostly in the
future. [lnce legislation should be direct-
ed to prevention rather than cure, leaving
the Chinese in possessioi of landed property
already acquired, but sternly forbidding
any (laturo acquisitions.

Such a course would be at once generous
and just; would have the merit of avoid-
ing any intricate legal questions; would
cause a cheerful acquiescence by all classes
of, oar own people, and above all, would
remove shog~iher, or raduee to its mini-
mum, the danger of Congressioasl inter-
ftrcr.co.
" Assuaing then that both justice an'
soaud policy require that any action that
we may take should be directed against fu-
Lare acquisities of real estate, by alieis, the
question recurs as to what is the mtostproper
course to pursue. We answer that LA. Ter.

T.e idea is prevalent among the miners
on the Pacific eoest, that a mining popula-
tion, by virtue of some inherent right, idif*
forest from and superior to the rights of
other citizens), have the power to make

aining regulations to suit themselves, and
of any character which they may choose.
Those who bold to this view, contond that
the miners alreaiy have power to make thy
pruaiibitions. We geel confidant, however,
that dhis is an error. If we are right in our
position that no one but the Governeant
can take advantage of the legal disability of
an alien to hold resal estate, it is clear that
the aminers cannot make such prohibition,
snless duly authoriued to do so by the (ov
ernment. In lute the miners derive all of
their power to establish local customs, or
rules for the government of mines, from the
statutes of the State or Territory within
which the mining district Is situated. In
every instance the statutory grant of power
to the mipers to establish these local
rules, is limited by the provision that such
rules shall not be entriary to law. The law
of Montana being that no one but the Ter-
ritory can take advantage of allebage as a
disability to hold real estate, it is clear a
mining rule attempting to taike this advan.
tage, would be in conflict with the Terri-
torial law, sad hence vold. We thus see
that the milems cannot aford any relief, I'.
this way, unless duly authorized by Terri-
torial onactment.

Such a renedy is the hwe, however,
plthough good as to the estest so which it
tesid be applied, would be legry eade-
ante. to meet the pawlng evIl@1 "hlineqe
spoaopoly, foE the inew that but few of
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A statute of this cyder, abiding a
summary remedy, would aford the requi-
site relief. It shouM be made the duty of
the District Attorney on his own inforodI-
tion, or upon information of say citizen
or upon having his attention called to
violations of the law by the Grand Jury, to
institute a proceeding In the name of the
Territory, summoning any allen holding
real estate in violation of law, to appear
before any District or Supreme Judge sad
show cause by what authority beso holds it.

In case it should appearupon such inves
stigation that the law has been violated and
that real estate is being held by the defend-
ant (being an alien) a decree of forfeiture
should be rendered, and the property so
sought to be held in violation of law expos-
ed to public sale, and the proceeds of the
sale paid into the county treasury, or Into
the county and Territorial treasuries, In
such proportions as may be deemed expe-
dient. We do not, of course, pretend to
give the details of such a law as is required.
That will be the provinceof the Legislature.
The character of the above kind of legisla-
tion is thoroughly known to the legal pro-
fession, and Its details will readily suggest
themselvesto the legal mind. We merely give
the general outline for the benedt of those
who are not of that profession.

Provision should of course be made for
allowhig aliens to hold leases of real estate
for a limited period, for the purposes of
trade and commerce, with stringent safe-
guards to prevent these provisions from be
Ing fradulently used to hold such property
in perpetuity.

Thus far we have used the words
"Chinese" sad "AUlen" Indiscriminately.

A law to enforce the Common Law rote
on the subject of alienage would of course
have to apply to altalensalike. This would
necessarily entall upon our-white alien pdpu-
lation some expense and trouble in declaring
their intention to become citizens, and so
far would be a drawback to the passage of
such a law, but the evil would be Ind uitely
less than what we now suffer, and will in
futuro more largely suffer from Chinese
monopoly. We hold. that the sni1 of any
ceuntry property beldngs to its citizens, na-
tive and adopted, and that any one who is
not willing to assume the burdens of citi-
zenship, in return fto the protection extend-
ed by the laws, has no just right to demand
that the interests of the citizen should be
subordinated to his whims. If he choose
to remaln an alien let him standby the con-
sequcuces of his choice.

In addition to the above, and until the con-
vening of the Legislature (either in general
or special session) we would suggest the call-
ing of a Territorial Convention, independ-
ent of politics, whose object should be to
obtain an expression of the opinion of the
people, as to whether anything should be
attempted to be done with Veference to this
great and rapidly growing evil. Speh a
convention would be able to present to the
pople a large amount of information upon
the subject, and by its fair anl candid treat-
meat, would not only favorably affect any
Territorial lcgislatioa that abizghtbe propos-
ad, but would also be able to express au-
thoritatively the views of ourpeople to the
General Government. The greatest danger
In this Chinese puzzle hes in the prevalent
infruppna~sieson lanthe East of tht chac.-
ter and caity of the Chinese. To them
the Chinaman is as yet an interestlng curi-
osity-To him they look for a solution of
many diflfcult labor problems. while the
sentimental portion of the huementarlualsm
of the age invests him with a romantic
character which nothing but bard facts wili
dissipate

The convention which we suZ est by the
appointment of a general couiwlttee and lo"
cat committees In the several counties, to
report to the General Committee, would be
able before the coanvnng of the Legislature
or the next session o? Congress " to gather
Information which would prove Invaluable
In showing the exact manner in which
Chinese immigration affoct the Territory
-the extent to which Chinese labor entered
into competition with white lAbor, and its
effect upon the general average prosperity
of our people.

" Potts confirmed yes terday: Will be in
Montana in 30 days.

The Associated Press dispatches might be
in error, because it is to them an unimpor-
tant and general news matter. The others
would not telegraph except on confirmation,
and their dispatches are corroborative, Mr.
C's being one day latter than the Associated
Press. Confirmatory of this, we kno'v that
when the fight was made In the Senate two
weeks ago, the victory was with Mr. Potts,
so conceded even by Rr. Ashley's friends,
but owing to certain circumstances his
friends passed his name down. It was
doubted if it would be reached before the
adjournment day, but in that event either
Mr. Potts or some one else would have sn-
perceded Mr. Ashley before the close of the
wecl ' We are glad that it is Mr. Potts, for
every tongue has spoken well of him.

-And now, sasuming that Mr. Potts is
Governor, we, with thousands of others, are
thankful to President Gpastabd the Senate.
Mr. Ashley was never our choice, or the
choice of any considerable number of Mon-
tanians of any party for the Governorship.
Mr. Ashley was radical enough-temperate,
industrious, practical, energetic enough.
But he camne with the taint of a bad recod
upon him, snd- has never I pired a good
feeling among this people, or confidence
that Jis adminisration Would be for the
good of the Territory, although the leraid
has labored unacntra4licted with a zeal
worthy of a better cause to ingratiate him
here and bolster him in Washington. Gov-
ernor Potts has, and will have, the support
and confidence of Republicans. and the re-
spect of Democrats, until he forfeits it.
That we do not believe he will do. He
leaves a good practice, a position in the
Ohio Senate, gad very favorable prospects
of higher political preferment, to accept the
Governorship of Montana. We bid him
welcome, and trust that under an able, hon-
est and liberal administration by him, the
harshness and bitterness of partisan feeling
in this Territory will be, lessened, and the
good of Montana be promoted by his being
our Executive. Exit Ashley; enter Potts.
