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(CoxTINUE3D.)
From Helena we went in a coach over a

good road along the Missouri river valley.
one hundred and fifty miles, taking notes of
the country going and returning. We stop.
pod at Fort Sheaw, on Suit river, and after a
l hasant interview with General De Trobri-

ata, obtained front hint the promise of an
ev"rt. for the purpoae of viJiing Cadotte's
Pass. ,st the source of e maiddle tork of the
Dearborn river. (We spent a day at Fort
Benton, examining the points of interest in
that vicinity, which were shown to us by
the gentlemen of that place. Among other
things we looked at tes outcrop of a coal
mine which hal recently beep discov.
ered within less than two miles of that place.
Tlhs has been an untfortunate season for the
business men of Fort Benton; the water has
been so low in the Upper Missouri river that
the steamers could not ascend that high,
a :4 wore contltleld to discharge their car-
goies sevcral hundred miles ta-low.)

Aeturnitig to the eros-ingof thie Dearborn
ri ver, we found our escort arrived in advance
ot us. Tihe next morning we started on
horseback up the Dearborn river, guided by
Mr. Coldwell, whom we brought from Fort
Benton, and Air. Cooper, who as working a
coal mine at this point on the Dearborn riv.
er. We passed across several forks of
the Dearlborn, and were on some very ele*
vated poimmis, affording us a good view of
the topaograpphy, which was spread, map-
like, before us, unencumbered by trees,
though covered by seine of the richest grass
we had s ak anywhere during our long
journey. In the afternoon we arrived at
etadtte's Pass. I went down about two
ad!ca on the west side to the waters of the
Ilacktbot, to where I could see the charac-
ter of its valley, which below here is favor-
able for a rslroad. This pass was surveyed
under the direction of Governor Stevens,
antl its general characteristics are known.
It is not uinhtrially different in It. elevation
from Mullau's Pass, and like that lots abrupt
asmcents on both shkos, but a muih lo.iger
tunnel is ummavoidable. The approach on
the eastern side, from its appearance, is
much more eastly than that trout the west-
ern side, on account of several heavy ravines
asd bla(use the country on the eastern side
is 567 feet lower at the propose'l tunnel ea.
trance than the western. Laptain Mullan,
who %urveycI this pass, thus refcri to it in
his rc',ort:

"'1he tunnel will be 4 10 miles in length,
when there will be a cut commencing fifty
feet deep, and coining out in the valey of
the Bia..fout five hundred and fifty-eight
thouneandt is of a utile west of the tunnel,
[nearly six-tenths of a mile.] The cut and
the tunnel nave a grade of sixty fees to the
mile. The highest point of the road, there-
fore, will be at the entrance of the cut, an
elevation of five thousand one hundred a:md
ninety-five feet above the level of the sea,
and eight hundred and forty-aine bclow the
mountain sunumit. (Summit of the ground,
6,044 feet. The entrance of the cut will he.
two aid nine hundred and Qfty-eight thou-
satadths miles (923 mntles) west of the west
ern bate of the mountain, which is five
hundred and sixty-aeven feet higher than
the eastern."

Gapta'n Mullan's line approached the
eastern end of the tunnel with ft feet per
mile grades. By the use of 80 feet per mile
grades the tunnel on his line could be started
800 feet higher and would he considerably
shortened; but It is obvious that this portion
of the route. would be very costly and dlii.

Captain Mullan also surveyod a route
through Lewis and Clark's Pans. This. as
well as the otler, was traced from the Mis
sonri, via Sun river, gad on the last nineteen
Mites approoaching the tunnel, he reports
* very heavy and difficult work. The tun-
no itself i9n t mileslong. The summit level
of the tunnel is at a .debouche a half mile
west of the western baste of the mountain,
and 5.0068 feet above the sea." ., The moun-
tain pass being 6,519 feet above the sea."
The difficultiea on the Lewis and Clarke
P'ass route, as surveyed, are so great as to
render it almost impracticable In view of the
tact that there are other routes more rulvan-
tageous. We then proceeded from Uelena
to Buaneman city, where we were well re-
ceived by the gentlemen of that place, and
there met a delegation of gentlemen froen
from Virginia city, who accompanied us
over to the Yellowstone. (Col Brackett,
who is in command of Fort Ellis, about
three miles from Bozeman, kindly furnish-
ed us an escort under the command of Lieut.
Hamilton, who went with our party over
the Boxemnann summit and back.)

It will b. impossible for me, In the space
and time contemplated for this preliminary
report, to consider thoroughly and properly
discuss in detail, the merits of the several
routes proposed for the road crossing the
Rocky Mountains; enough, however. is
known te enable moe o offer an approximate
estiniate of the cost, etc., of constructing a
railroad of about two thousand miles in
leungth. between Lake Superior and Puget
Sound. ly tib route of the -Missouri river
valley part of the way, and by ite. Yellow-
stone valley from its mouth, via lIozemau's
Pass, as already describod.

(The country westward from Lake Su-
perior to the Misrouri river hfs been so fre-
quently explored that its characteristics arc
now well known. They are ably and clear-
ly set forth in the reports made to you, a
few days ago, by Governaor 'Marshall. of
Minnerota. antI Philip W. Iuloles, Esq.,
which I have studied)

PROBABLE COST OF TS ROAD,
I present an approximate estimate of the

cost of building the railroad, at present ruzl-
Ing prices for work from Lake Sutaperior to
the head of Puget utand, a distance of two
thousand miles, on the longer of .e -
iposed routes, as nearly as ban t asmertised
from former surveys and explormttons, and
front my o*n personal observation on a
large portion of the line, ltcidlag all the
most dileult parts.

In making tul estimate, I assume that the
graded road bed. bUdges, culverts, etc., are
to be such "we And on our firstclass rowds;
and that the track is to be thoroughly con
strutted, with rails of sixty pounds per
lineal yard. put together with the most im-
proved joint-ties. and completely-ballasted
with gravel or broken stone. O:. the pmirie
portlous which constitute more than half
of the whole road, the track cannot be bal-
listed at the (line of laying; experience has
proved, however, that new roads over sunh
evel plains can be rnn with entire safety

at the usual rates of speed, previous to re-
ceiving the final ballabt. Sutfleent allow.
mice is mado in the estimate for the cost of
conveying the material for the track; though,
this item will be much less on this road than
might at first appear, on account of the
dlumber of points where the line crosses, or
runs parallel with, navigable water courses,
along which the lron rails, crose-ties, etc..
can be cheaily tanthsported. The Northern
Paeitic railroad route is In this respect very
remarkable. Tthus, with the magnificent
lake navigation to begin with, there is the
Mississippi river, the Ied river of the north,
the Dakota river, all navigable streams
crossed at convenient intervals along the
first five hundred miles of the route. Thence
along the imnnediate valley of the navigable
waters of the Yellowstone river, four hun-
dred iules, to within twelve miles of Bose-
man's Pass, in the Belt range. Thence to
the navigable waters of the Flathead river,
a distance of only about two hundred and
twenty miles. which includes the passage of
the Rocky Mountains, no part of the line
will be more than ten to fifteen miles away
from good timber; and beyond that, along
the valley of Clarke's river, it kiill run
through or adjacent to forests in which
everythtng in the shape of wood required on
railroads is to bW had for the cost of cutting.
FI'nta Clarke's. river to the Pacitle ocean,
there is cheap water communication all the
way. It is clear, therefore, that those strik-
ing and a&Avantatgeous characteristics of this
line. conferred by the water courses, and
which are equally applicable toa line by the
Missouri river and through the more north.
erly mountain passes, reade' it unnecessary
to add a large per centage for the extra cost
of carrying track materials.

For convenience of reference I have ar-
ranged the total length of the line to be es-
timated into six divisions, which-appear to
be natural, and put the estimate in tabular
form.

In addition to the foregoing there are vii-
dons outlays which will necessarily attach
to the work during its progreso, not covered
in the Items given, (Jr included under the
usual per centage allowed for contingencies;
especially at tihe principal terminal lpoinita
on Lake Superior and Ptaget Sound, and on
the Columbia river, and likewvise at the
crossings of the M~issassippi, the Red river,
tlhe IDaIota river aaad the Missouri river, to
connect tile Ratsila'. business convehaien Ily
with the tranlspra~tfio;I to and froan th* 5e
reaupoctive streams.

Also, on the route on which this cstimate
is predicated, there would be w branch line,
a few miles in length, extending to Port-
land Oreeon. In case the line should
be along ahl Columbia river at Fort Van-
couver, it would only he about fve miles
across to Portland, but involving two costly
bridges, one over the Columbia~ the other
over the Willamette river.

In order to cover the cost of such a branch
and the cost of the necessary works above
mentioned; it will be proper to aid to the
general estimate tme sum of $1,200,000 for
the branch, and $800,000 for the extra
works referred to; making two millions In
alL Nothing has been Inserted for '" right
of way." a, the land grant carries with it
all that Is needed ove nearly every foot of
the way; and where land is taken up the
owners will gladly give the Company all
they may require, in conaIderation of the
beneft to the rematuller.

Loges, June 22-The famotp stesaer
Natchez, Captain Tom Leather, which has
been imaking a race against time froma Sew
OrLazit to St. Louis, arrived here a few
minutes after four o'clock this *fternoon.
The following items are taken from her log:
To Natchez. seventeen hours and fifty-two
minutes; Vicksburg, twtnty-six hours;
Memphis, two days, nine bours and forty
minutes; Cairo, three days, four hours and
thirty five minutes; St. Louis, three days,
twenty-two hoats gnd thirty minutes. The
race was made to beat, If possible, the time
maade by the celebrated J. M. White in 1844,
which was three days, twenty-three hours
and nine minutes, and which has never been
beaten until to-day, although many of the
swiftest boats which have ran this river
during the past qun ter of a century have
attempted to do tt. There has been great
excitement among steamboatmen and citi-
zens generally, all day, in regard to this
race, and when the Natchez touched the
wharf this evening she was Immediately
thronged with ah excited crowd, who were
very joyous over the great victory.
