But be did not, and
he has doubtlesa lost the best opporiunity
e will ever have of benefitting mankind.
From an American point of view it might

What will be the result eannot be
foreteld. Bhonld Napoleon die before the
war is ended, revolution and sparchy are
likely to ensue in France. Bpaln will un-
doubtedly be drawn into the coutast, and
tben, if ever, will be the time for Cuba to
strike for Independence. After the strife
has been waged awhile, probably the other
powers will intervene and the war be deter-
mined without any material change in the
map of Europe, any question settled, or any
principle established. The recerd of some
bloody batiles, some skillful seiges, some
brilliant feats of arms, some new localities
made kistoric, some new men renowned,
swme wily diplomacy und treaty-making,
will constitute the writlen history of the
war. A million or so of lives sacrificed; n
few bundred thousand homes made desolate,
a tew more billions of debt to be pad
tux-ridden people, all the misery, and cruel-
ty, and poverty, and crime, that war entails
—these will make up an unwritten record
not so captivating, but much more werlly
of consideration.

As between France and Prussia, It scoms
to us that the struggle is not one of deep
interest to America. ‘There lsno great prin-
ciple Involved. It is not for freedom or
progress—it is not for political rights for the
people—it is not for the good of humanity—

the better. It id the old fight of ambition
for self-aggrandizement and power.
