A Shanghai paper says: "For several
days, at the Tea Pavillion, halt way between
the foreign settlement and the city. a man
has been standing in a wooden cage, where
ho will stand until death intervenes.

gan, the little stermer which for more thea
a generation has plied on Cayaga Lake, Ver
owners obeying the behests of the nrst pro.

Before the Chancellor Livingstone stelm
med the current of the Hudson,yet after the
Clermos.t had stirred In the leueter waters
of the Collect Pond, the whistle of the Kate
Morgan awoke the echoes in Taughanic
Glen, and her paddle wheel dashed the spray
upon Cayugi bridge. There Is a bit of ro-
mae attached to her name and building.

Old General Morgan, of Revolutionary
fame, had a noble estateon the eastern beak
of the lake, not far from where the present
Wells College now stands. Between hits
only daughter, a lovely girl of elghteesand
Fulton; had long existed a tender attach-
ment, which, however, the poverty and ob-
scurity of Robert led the General to severely
frown upon. Fulton went to New York.
He labored long years in perfecting his In-
vention; his day of triumph ceman, and then
be wrote to the stern father relating his sue-
ems and asking for the daughter's hand.

"Nay," wrote back the incredulous old
soldier, "I'l believe what I see with my
own eyes. Come you back, sceapegrace, to
the lake; build and sail a steamboat past my
own door, and then, and not till then, shall
you have my daughter Sateo"

Need I say that Fulton came joyfully
back, that a steames was bult as rapidly as
circumstances would permit, that she was
launched, and in due time sail triumphantly
past the Gencra's door I But let me add
that, according to an express stipulation
made by the sly Robert in case he succeeded
-when the Kate Morgan sheered in towards
the General's dock a small boat was seen
pushing out containing the original Kate,
her grim father and a gentleman in clerical
vestments. They were soon on board, and
there, amid the waving of legs, the ringing
of bells, and the blowing of whistles, the
proud inventor and his prouder bride were
made one. A glorious sweep up and down
the Iske completed the Arst bridal trip by
steam ever known in the country.

Before we leave this historic boat let us go
below a moment. Here are the old fashion-
ed engines, inseribed "Truman, Cartwright
& Co." They were the first -ngine builders
in the United States, and furnished both
Fulton's and Fitch's boats. Cartwright
was the father of the well known Peter Cart.
wright, the Western backwoods preacher.

A novel method of applying locomotives

with water while in motion, which has
been for some time in us in England, is
about to be introduced In this country. It
has been experimented on by the Hadson
River Railroad Company, and with the
greatest auccess. Recently, at Montrose
Station, near Pekskill, there was con-
structed in the centre of the truck a trough,
1.900 feet In length, 18 inches in depth and
18 inches wide. This was lined with sheet-
Iron, heavily pointed. The trough is per-
fesctly straight, will hold 15,000 gallons of
water, sand is fed by a couple of springs to
the north and east of it. About the same
tiae that the construction of the trough
wasr comsaneed, locomtive No. 48 wa toa
ken to the repair-shop, hers In a quiet
manner, skillful workmen In a short time
fitted her ont with Ingeniously constructed
machinery, connected with her tender, to
draw the water from the trough. Prom
the man bole in the tender down through
the latter to a position inside of the hind
tracks, runs an ingeniously formed pipe.
The pipe curls as it leaves the manhole,
and after forming a half circle is fitted
with a nomsle at its end, which always
points the way the engine is going. An
Iron bar Is fastened to the neals, which
connects to another bar from a point near
the fireman's box. When the locomotive
approaches the trough, the naozle can be
dropped instantaneously Into the water,
while the train Is ranning thirty miles an
hour. The nozale sinks only to the depth
of two idches Into the trough, yet when the
1,900 feet are passed over, 1,684 gallons of
water will have been'drawn Into the tender.
The first experiments in taking water by
this new method were made a few days ago.
The locomotive dashed over the rails at the
rate of thirty-five miles an hour. As the
nozale struck the water the fluid rushed
into the tender with a roar of a young Nt-
agary, and when the trough wes left be-
hind the tender was fulL The experiment
was a great success, and gave complete sat.
isfaction to the offioers of the Hadson River
Railroad Company. It is next proposed to
locate a trough betwen Hadasa and Oats-
hill, and at points on the Central Road and
Western connections, so that In tisme trains
may ran through from New York to Chi-
cago In twenty-four or twenty-six hoars.

Of all the waters gathered in the besin of

the Sierra Nevada, Donner Lake is perhaps
the most beautiful. At the foot of this
Lake near Its outlet, until a few years ago,
there were standing two rude cabins, the
remains of which are still to be seen. At
an earlier period the bones of animals mlin
gled with those of human beings lay scat-
tered over the ground. The stumps of ma-
ny trees cut off at a great height are still
standing here, Indicating the depth of the
now at the time they were fe:ied. Hun-
dreds of persons now pass this spot daily-
for It is close to the railroad- without
knowing that it Is the site of "Starvation
Camp" where the Donner party so fearfully
suffered and so many perished In the fall
of 1846. They left the States In the spring
of 1846 for California. The more advanced
of this emigration, on the usual route ar-
rived In good season. A portion attempted
a new route and fatted to raeah the foot of
the Nevadan until late In the fil-ending
the mountains covered with snow they en.
gaged an Indian guide, named "Iukeo" to
pilot them over the mountains-arriving
at the foot of the Lake a snow storm over-
took them, the cattle wandered off, and In
a few days the snow was twenty feet deep.
The Company consisted of U souls, U8 of
whom were women and children. I. a
short time everything In the shape of food
was consumed, and the Idea of dispattehng
some of their number for food began ti
take possession of all minds At this june-
tares death occumed, obviating the sees
shy for receurse to violence. A few prefer*
ring to die of starvation rather than sustain
life by feeding en human flesh. After a
lapse of six weeks a party of 8 men end
women guided by two Indians set out to
cross the mountains. On the road six of
the party died andie survivors feasted of
their remains. On the 17th of fan. 1*7
they reaehed a settlement on Bear river, all
save three having perished on the way.
Immediately expedlitcns were sent out to
the sufferers who had been n"w three
months and a half snowed In; during the
most of this time subsisting upon the fles
of their dead companions. The senme at
the camp was learteikenlng. Ghastly
skeletons stripped of flesh, and bodies half
devoured, lay strews around the dismal
cabins, from which issued a stifling fetor;
while some welcomed their deliverers, oth*
ers regarded them with a coldness amount.
Ing almost to lndlfference; they noe only
having becoms reconelled to their eanibal-
Istic diet, but, preferring it to wholesome
food when set before them. Parents were
seen feeding on the remains of their chil-
dren. A wife was broiling the fesh of her
husband.

Too Incredible for belief are stories told
of the ravenous greed exhibited by some of
these starving wreches. One of whom Is
said to have eaten the entire body of a
child In a single night; while another In.
sisted on appropriating to his own 'use the
b orersund tmer vtsceretf his dead compan-
Ions. Of this company, numbering eighty.
two, thirty six perished-twenty-six of the
number being males and ten females.
